same In that It has not prevented
the ezblbllton, or distribution upon
or from lu road, or Its constrnctlons, within
the Battery, of signs, posters, handbills, sad
other forms of advertising, yon are hereby
notified that It la the doty of the Manhattan
Beveled Ilallroad Company to comply atrlctly
with Ihe clauie of the aald agrsement herein-
above referred to, and that unless the same Is
complied wltn tu all respects this Department
will take such action In the premises aa msy
seem proper."
