AGAIN THE OARELESS DIRBOTORS.

Next to the revelation which It has
hrought about as to the operations of its
now deconsed President, Jomn T. Hivny,
whose honor and Integrity had nover been
guestioned while he lived, the most jm-
pressive  feature of the  troubls
which has come to the Niuth National
Bank s the exhibit of care'seances
on the part of the institution’s Board of
Dircotors, That the bank bis remalned
more than solvent is due npeitherto the

nor to the faithfulness of thess
officials, For all they appear to bave
known, it might have been left without an
actual dollar to meet its obligations.

From the character of Prealdent Hiuon's
operations, aa now revealed, It s evident
that everything was trusted to hin hands,
and that if the Directors felt anything
at all, with regard to the posi-
tions thay beld, it was that these positionn
were vory comfortable ones, devold of bur-
dens or responsibilities. Mr, HiLy, It ap-
peam, sven usurped the duties of the cashier
and the entry clerk by taking charge of
matters relating to loans snd collaterals,
which should have been loft to the cure
of those subordinates, He wae trustes
over large amounts of personal estate, ont-
‘gide of the bank's business entirely, and
had at band depoalts of stock and
joertifloates held by him as  wsuch
trustee ; and becanse of his  having
‘the run of bank affairs as he did, he
was able to so manipulate these privale
funds an to make them weem to repluce
bank funds which he bad appropriated to
other than thelr lawful enda.

For Instance, s certaln envelope should
have ocontained $10,000 or nume other sum
in bank funds, Having disposed of this in
some such way that he might have been
called to account for it, Mr. Hinn found it
‘easy toslip Into the envelone from bis tristes
deposit & suflicient amount o bonds or
eartificates of stock to make It ajpear that [
an amply secured loan had been mude
This manipulation of securitica proved a
suoccossful means of warding off trouble as

long as Mr, Hin was alive, but
was  so  sucocesaful slmply  becausc
the Directors were remlss In  thelr
duties The responsibllity for the

$400,000 plundering of which the Presl
dent pow dead wns gullty really rests upon
thosa Directors. Thelr examinstion of the
bank affalrs under his sdministration had
been always superficial. A rigld scconnt-
ing, such as was made atter Mr. Hiip's
death, would have revealed long ago what
was golng on and wonld h ve checked the
in their inciplency.

The Ninth National's ealamity thus goes
on record with that of the Washington
Hank, that of the North River Bank

and that of other concerns, most of
which could not stand the shock
so well, as the results of the

loose methods of B negligent directormie,
Sach remissness is little less than criminal,
(It Is time that bank directors were maoade to
realive and perform all the dutles of their
(positiona. When they are mo compelled,
such affairs as this of the Ninth National
Bank will be next to the impossible,
