"Mary UlaUer, the woman who described
the old woman bbaketpeare't companion, baa
admitted that sue ha told serersl falsehoods
tn the case, but ste til) Hunts that the man
wu a blond. She is a woman ot exceedingly
bad character, an opium and morphine Bead
and she consorts with Chinamen.

"Tne night of the murder she occupied a
room In the hotel with a man she met In the
barroom. She could not Identity Frenchy No.
z when he wu arrested.

"Frenchy, In the stories he told, explained
how the blood got on him, and la eiery In
t'ance his stones were tun down and found to
bt rack He, lie has lied abont ererylhlnf.
Ue has hardl; told a truth since he wu ar-

rested.
"Now we came to the knife with which the

murder wat comml'tcd. tVe cannot trace the
knife to French; or an; one else. It Is a Ttry
common sort of knife and such u might be
used on banana abips. It is so common sad
cheap that taere t really no wt; of tracing it.

' It Is such a knife u might bare been used
abont a kitcben to peel potatoes with. No
man who had premeditated murder would hare
taken that knlte with blm to commit the deed.
We are now working to try and trace the knlte
to Frenchy.
