Tbe doctor had secured n probe to in-

sufflate nitrate of silver into tbe larynx.
The parents opposed that, but consented
to make thu child shallow tho sulphurated
potion during tho night.

"On the next day the child, which I
bad considered as lost, was resuscitated
tbevoicowus restored; the potion was
continued during that day and tho next
day the child was cured."

The communication of Dr. Laugardiorre
is of too much importance not to be the
subject of n serious and Immediate ex-

amination and it is for the Academy of
Medicine to order such.
