OR, BOTHWELL'S FATAL CORK.

Found in His Left Lung: Whon the
Autopsy Wa8 Mado To-Da- y.

Sad Ending of the Beloved Brooklyn
Pastor's Long Btrugglo.

Dr. Kuahmore performed sn sntopsy on tbs
body of Itev. Dr. George W. Bothwell, pastor
of Brooklyn's Church of the Covenant, this
afternoon.

He found that the minister bad died of
suppurated bronchial pneumonla.cauied by the
closure of the middle division ot the lett
bronchus.

Tho cork was found lying In the lower bifur-
cation of the lsft bronchus, with the wide
endup.

Tho cork wss a half Inch In diameter and
and seven-eight- of sn Inch long.

Tue lower end of the cork wss broken
ot Its circumference where the cork-

screw went In end failed to hold.
The upper end ot the oork wu also broken,

probably before he swallowed It.
The llnlog membrane of the bronchue wu

found to be all decomposed.
Below the lower end of the cork the mem-

brane was very ranch congested.
The funeral will be held after-

noon either from the dead pastor's church or
bis house.

Burial will be In Peterson, N.J., Wednesdsy
afternoon.

The death of Dr. Bothwell wu the sad end
of a most herolo etruggle by a physically per-
fect man a Hercules with a moral fortitude
almost sublime.

For fifteen dsys he hu been dying bv Inches,
and a devoted wife hu est by watching the
terrible strugglo In which the odde were
known to be so greet tbst the result wss al-

most certain. When the end came end she
wu a widow, then, and not till then, aid this
noble wife give wsy to her aimed feelings.

Fifty times wtthtn forty-elg- hours the care-
ful physicians bad announced to her In pitying
whispers that her busbsnd could not hold out
fifteen minutes longer. But, again and again,
the noble man had revived and eluded the
clutch of the remorseless destroyer. But at
9.20 o'clock lut evening the fight was over,
and Deaih had gained a victory.

Then the good wife broke down under the
strain of many days, and her grief wu agon-
izing. There were by the bedside In the pri-

vate room at the Brooklyn City Hospital, Mrs.
Botuwell's sister and brother-in-la- Mr. and
Mrs. Clark; her and her huaband'e friends,
Bev. Dr. Btokes aud Mr. Merrltt) the three
physicians and lbs nurses. Misses Alexsnder
and Collins.

Mlaa Collins gently raised the broken wife
from the Boor where she bed sunk by tbe bed-

side, her losing hand relaxing its hold upon
tbst of ber deed husband, snd. the grief
stricken woman wu led from the roomT Bhe"

wu driven In a waiting carriage to the home
ot a friend.

Mrs. Bothwell wu aim in a very nervous
condition this morning, and no attempt had
been msde to lesrn ber wishes with regard to
the obsequies.

Some days ago Dr. Bothwell had expreued
a wish that If It could be ot any aid to science
sn sutopsy be made upon bis body In the event
of his death. But Coroner Itooney ssld he
oonld not order a examination
except with the consent ot Mrs. Bothwell.

Ills death wu from exhaustion. His right
long bad for fifteen days, owing to the lodg-
ment ot the cork In bis left bronchial tube at
the point of its entrance Into the lung, been
compelled to do tne work of both lungs. Tbe
work wu too much, and the result wu col-
lapse snd death.

Two weeks sgo Ssturdty, while Dr. Bothwell
held his baby girl on his knee for the purpose
of sdmlnlstertng some medicine, his
bands being occupied by the vial and the
spoon, be drew tbe cork with bis teath.

rhs cork wu belt an noh In diameter and
an inch long. While tbe great. Jovial, good-hesn-

preacher and adoring father laugsed
and Joked to distract Baby's mind from the
nastlneu of the medicine he beld the cork be-
tween his teeth.

By such pranks the child wss cozened Into
swallowing tbe noisome noatrnm. the

ot which wu celebrated by an un-
usually hearty laugh ot the father.

He laughed too hard. There wu a reaction,
aomethtng like a gup. The cork disappeared.
It bed been drawn back by the gup Into tbe
pastor's throst, arid another gup took It Into
the windpipe, put the epptglotts.

Several operations were performed. The
first one wu with a probe and forceps, nnt the
cork couldn't be reached.

To get nearer to It, a hols wu cnt In ths
trachea below tbe Adam's apple, and probes
and forcepe were Inserted here. The surgeons
could touch the cork, but could not get a pur-eh-

upon It, u It wu almost ont of ths
bronchus Into the left lung. The surgeons
worked till tne stslwart pstlent'e tremendous
vitality began to weaken; then tbey were
obliged to deilat.

Afewdayalatsraspsclal Instrument msde
for the purpose wu brought Into use. It con-
sisted ot a flexible rubber catheter with a tiny
bnt very atrong corkscrew of silver inserted in
It.

The corkscrew wu on a flexible wire bsndle,
and with It the Burgeons sneoeeded in getting
a feeble hold on tbe cork, bnt not enncient to
dlalodgo It, and this operstion had to be aban-
doned.

Tben an Incision wss msae In the chest over
the left long, the surgeons deciding upon
the lsst operation or all, and one resorted to
only alter all else has failed.

Tney would have broken two ribs over the
bronohlsl tube, pushed tbsm sslde, and thus
reached the cork. Bnt Dr. Bothwell bled pro-
fusely from tne Incised wound, snd 'he ps-
tlent'e lips begsn to torn blue, and otter signs
of imminent danger appeared, forcing the
unyalrlans to exert all their skill In reviving
Dr. Bothwell.

That was laat Wednesdsy, snd st no time
since bu Dr. Bothwell been Id condition for
another operation. Bnt his morsl coursge hu
been heroic through all.

Ills mind seems to hsve been filled with de.
vices for sustslnlng the courage of bis wife, his
weaker eelf.

For forty-eig- hours prior to his death Dr.
Bothwell was delirious, sometlmee uncon-
scious, only occasionally arousing into a brief
moment of realization. On each such return
to consciousness be bu called his wife by
name, smiled reassuringly, given the band
lying within nis own a loving preuure and
tsen anuk away again.

The lut bouts by his bedside were full of
psthetlo Interest, runce 9 o'clock Ssturdsy
morning the overworked right lung bed been
alrted by sn attsohment ot the ellver tube,
through which the Doctor had had to breathe
since the incision wu msde In his trscnes, to
the tube of a tank of oxygen.

Uy nodermlo Injections of and
ot brandy were adminiatersd to keep him
alive.

Once when the dying man revival snd wu
conscious for a moment Itev. Dr. Stokes knelt
and prayed for him, and ihs otners about the
bedside bowed th'lr beada and wept all but
lre. Bothwell. Uertrtefwu of the kind that

could not net expression or relief by tears.
Not until 8 o'clock yesterday morning; did

the phyalclen tell her to hope no longer. They
had (eared for the effect or such sn announce-
ment upon her, but tbey did not know ber
strength and faltb.

Hopel bhewseaopel Let ell the world give
him up u deed, she would hope on till hts
grrst heart ceased to beat. And ahe did,
breaking down only when the vital spark had
ceased even to flicker aud had gone out.

It wu discovered by Receiver lilgglns thst
on the date mentioned $72,700 of the alleged
epecle wu repreunted by kite" onecke
which were filing between the North Rlrer
Dank and a bank In Cleveland, Ohio.

A similar charge waa lodged against Presi-
dent Gedney on account of hts report to Bsnk
Superintendent Prs.ton msde In June, law.
In thst report be Is declared to have falsified
the amount of epecle on hand.

Perjory of tbe eort charged against Prtelrtent
Gedney Is a felony, and tbe punishment fixed
by the Pensl Code Is Imprisonment for not leas
then two nor more then ten yesr In the State
Prison.

"Sea. too. An offlcer, agent, teller or clerk of
any bank, banking aaaoclatlon or eatings
bsnk, who knowlogly overdrswt his account
with suoo bank, snd thereby wrongfully ob-
tains the money, notes or funds of such bsnk.
