Salesman Kathburn Wrote to His
Fathor and Committed Suioide.

Had Ills Photograph Taken and Left
It with the Letter.

The deliberate suicide after two weeka' prep-
aration of Charles Ilathbuin, a yotang sales-
man, was reported to the Coroner this morn-
ing. He hsd hanged hlmsrlf with a clothes-
line from a telegraph wire cross-ar- on tbe
root of till home, 100 Wost Klf street.

HI body, which was warm, was found
ahortly before midnight by hi father, William
Kathburn, a decorator, who had started om to
find his son after reading a letter left by the
latter declaring that he was about to end his
life.

Young Itathbnrn was eighteen yeara old and
lived with bis parent on tbe top floor of the
boose whloh stands on the southwest corner
of Fifty-thir- d street snd Sixth avennr.

For seversl weeks he hsd been working In
Hanrahan'a genu' furnishing store ln Sixth
avenue nesr Forty-eight- h street. lie was re-

garded as a promising yonng man by his em-

ployer. Ills parents considered htm a model
son.

He spent most of yesterday ln the house, snd
wss ln unusually cheerful spirits, snd towards
S o'clock ln the evening he accompanied his
sister and two younger brother on a visit to a
oonsln on Second avenue.

The three Itsthburna returned to their home
about 8 o'clock, Charles bringing with him a
box of m of which he partook.

About 10 o'clock the young man bsd his
parents good-nig- and rotlred to hts room,
whloh facts on Sixth avenue. Mr. and Mrs.
Itsthbnrn retired later.

Towards 11.30 o'clock Mr. Itathbnrn had
occasion to leave his bedroom.

Be went Into the front or sitting-roo- snd
was surprised to find his son's bedroom door
wide open.

He peeped into the room, bnt the yonng man
was not lu bed. Then Mr. Itathbnrn stumbled
on something on the carpeted floor and to his
amaxement he found a letter addrrased to him
and a nowlv taken photograph of his son.

He tore open the envelope and at once saw
by lie content that his son was a suicide.

He called to bis wlte and nave ber tbe letter
and at the Siino time rushed out and dsrled up
thH slender stalra leading lo the roof.

There ln the niuonhght, hanging from a
wire croesarm nesr the back cdur, waslitsHon.
Itathbnrn quickly cnt down tun body, which
waa still warm, an.i, with the aid of hi wile,
who was frantio with gner, he earned It down
Into his front room.

A doctor was sent for, bnt when he came he
pronounced tne young man dead.

Wiicn an Evening Would reporter visited
the bouse st 10 a. u. tne Iwuy of tbe suicide
lay on the door awaltlnir the arrival of the
Coroner.

Mr. Itathburnsald he was at a loss to aoconnt
for hla son's rash act-- He had been at times
subject to tits ot melancholy, bnt aside from
this ho knew of no motive that would prompt
him to kill himself.

He gave Tub .Evening Wobld reporter the
letter which was written by Charles before
killing himself. It was In lead pencil and
read as follow:

"NxwYonr, Msy3.
"Diar Father: Yon hsve been very kind

to me, but I think I will have to leave you all
forever.

' I hope I will meet you all In heaven.
"I have had no trouble with any one.

I hare been on apecial good term with my
employer for the past three or four weeks. I
am dlsoonrsted with everything. There Is too
moch trouble In this world.

"Now. my darling fsthor, I know there will
be a disgrace to the family from my act, but
as soon aa yon read this tesr tt up in pteees so
no one will see It.

"Yon will find me hanging on the roof
kisses to you aJL Th next world Is happier
than this. I am all ready to b. pm tn the
corDn. I think It will be batter to hang than
to ahoot myself.

' 1 know this will b hard on you ther,

you must not think 1 have had any
trouble. I have had none. Yonr loving son,

Cuarlks."
A portion of the lettsr wss devoted to be-

queathing hi rersonal effects to his father,
mother and brothers.

TO BURY GEORGIE ARLINGTON.
