FIGAT FOR LUMBER.

Dealers’ Assoclation Bagins the War to
Lift the Union's Boyeott,

Chances of a General Building
Trades Paralysis.

Many Dealers Btay Out of the Com-
bine—The Unlon’s Tactics,

Individuals and firma belodging to the
Lumber Trade Association took the firet steps
this morning in ths threstened lockout nod
boyoott whiloh, it 1a asserted, will wholly para-
lywe ano tle op all bullding operations in this
city nnd Itk viclnity,

About 600 unton employecs found the doors
of the yards shag io shelr faces lo-day, Thelr
empioyers told ghem that thor mooast expoct,
&l tho very least, a week'agenforsed alonesy,

This action has been precipliated by 1he de.
trmioation of the Lamber Trade Associstion
to force \ne Board of Walking Delegatos of the
Ballding Trades Seetion of e Central Lahor
Unlon 1 ralse 1ta boyooit on the yarda of
Charles ¥. Booki, at Thirteonth atreet and
Norih River, in Hoboken.

To secompliah this, the members of the As.
reotlatian will, It s aald, stop the dellvery of
‘lomber to all bulldings where unlen men are
smployed. They will refuse o give credit to
oF bave pusiness deallngs with lumber mer-
chanta who do mell lnmber to contrsstors or
frms engaged ou balldings where unlon men
are smployed: and out-of-town lumber deakers
who may altempl to supply sny such balidings
will be made 10 feal the dlsplessure of tne As.
soedation,

In many respects, it will be seen, this move-
ment resembles Lhat of the brick manufastar-
@TA A yoar ago; only that a jumber famine will
eomplete!y stop work on not only buddings
jnst begon, bnt on those where she Atilogs
und farnlshings are needed to complete the
struciures,

There In very mueh differonos of opinion as
to the effe Lveness of this method of labor
warfare. ‘I'ne unlon workmen stropgly amrm
thelr determinution and atllity to proteet the
unioy Jumber hundlera und other workmen in-
voived. The Walking Delegates profoss no
four of the Amsocistion's declaration of war,
and cite the failare ol previous similar move-
menis,

On the other hand, 1be nititude of 1he big
btillders 18 graphlecally wet forin by Johe D,
Urimmine, who bhas some of the largest tuolid-
ing eontracts om haud 16 1he trade.

They do not, a0 far sa they would exprees
themselves, regard the present action of the
dealars aa tho beginnlag of & general paralysis
of the bullding trades,

In tho lumbier trade are several branches—
the wholesalo mon, the dealers, the cabinet
wood dealers and the bullders, who Import
their own lumber. The dealers jurnish most
of the Jumber to the carpenters and bullders,
andibelr plans are intonded, so 1t s sad, 4o
block the entire supply.

I'hey clalm thut the wholeanle men will not
sell, and thas they aantrol \he sources of aup.
ply boih eaut and west, s0 that Do more lum-
ber ean be ahipped 1o the ey,

It wan firnt givan out by the Association that
all the lomber-desiers of New York, Urooklyn,

Jergey Clty and Long Island City were mem.
bera of the Amsociation.

Investigation shows that there are over f0
tinmbir dealers in New York City, of whnieh
BbLOT lehs tHan 200 belong to the Assnelation,

The others ure wiyled ‘‘small deslees, who
do not amount o mueh, " but the Walking
Delegates say they will aniount to & graat aeal
when (hey nct an & cheokmate 1o an lmunortant
move ke Wie preseut sction of the lamber
dealera.
