Business is practically suspended, and tho en-

tire population throngs about the scene of the

explosion.

There was a gang of cleaners In the car,
Including two women and a boy.

Blx lives were lost, and some of them were
horribly burned.

The Directors of the New Haven Road were
indicted March 31 by the Grand Jury of tbe
Court of General Sessions for misdemeanor,
tbe laws of this Stste pronlbitlug the use of the
oar stove for heating purposes.

a Woman for Harder.

Up to 1 o'clock only six Jurors had
been secured to try Pasqulnrlina Itobi rtelil,
the pretty Italian girl who shot and killed ber
faithless lover, Nloolo Plerro, la Spring street,
IutMsrch.

The poor woman has been In Oyer and
Terminer for nearly two wnole days and bu
seen over a hnndred men examined as to their
qualifications to act as a Juror, but only six of
that number have taken seabi in the Jury box.

The court-roo- m this morning was rilled with
men, nearly all of whom showed sympathy
with the woman who occupies the prisoner's
chair under aucti dlatresalng clrcomstsnces.
Mr. Blake, of the Drm of Blake & Sullivan,
the counsel fot Pasquluellna, used all the per-

suasion In his power on the talesmen by very
frequent challenges.

Assistant Dlitrlct-Atlorn- Weeks did all ho
could to Let Jurors, bat was not eminently suc-

cessful.

A Boy's Mutilated Body Afloat

in a Sailor's Bag.

LitERi'OOL, May 10. lhe body of a boy ap-

parently about fifteen years of age, was fonnd
floating here Inclosed In a flag bag such
u la used by aallora to carry tbeir clotnlu,.

The outside of the bag hsd been newly
pslnted snd on It were rrpreaentatlons of tbe
English sud Norwegian flsgs croaacd, with the
initials "T. A. M., Ulrvan."

The boy's throat bad been cut and bis legs
were cut off below the kuee, apparently In
order to get the body Into the bag.

Tbe ba also contained a knife an t saw,
whlcb bore evldenoes of having been used in
tbe mutilation of the nod.

The boy bad not been dead for a very long
time.

Ulrvan Is a Scottish seagoing town, and lhe
fact tbat the body wu enclosed In a sailor's
bag gives strength to the theory tbat tbe boy
was murdered on shipboard aud throwu over.

Ambulanco Surgeons Arbitrarily De-

cide Yi'Liat Is a Hospital Case.

Dr. Wllmnrth Sustained In Itefusliiz
to Talto a Wounded Jinn to

Ltellevuo.

Doctors agree for once, despite the proverb,
but In this It Is In the case of one of
their own number, youthful Dr. B. I.

ono of the ambulance surgeons of
llellevue Hospital, who Is charged by the police
with cruel negligence In the cue of John
Wnslen.

Young Dr. Wllmarth refused to take Whaleu,
who had been beaten and robbed, to the hos-

pital In his ambulance, although, aconrdluitto
bis own diagnosis, balsa's Injuries were fast
developing Into erysipelas. He baaed his re-

fusal, and whit seemed to tho police his Inhu-

man action, on the ground Ihst Whaleu bad
only been in the city Ore da' r, from Waahing.
ton, D. C and, not being a re.ldent of the
city for one year, was not entitled to admission
to llellevue Hospital,

Aeoording to Sergeant Delamater, of the
Union Market Police Station, Dr. Wllmarth
considers Washington, 1). C, a foreign pos.
session, and alleges that when Whalen named
Washington as his blrtnplsce snd residence
Wllmarth declared promptly: "I can't take
you, then. Yon are an alien, and haven't
been In the country a year."

Dr. Wllmarth denies this, and says he re-

fused to lake Whalen, first, because he was a
State and not a city case, and, secondly, be-

cause ho was not a hospital onse.
After Dr. Wllmarlh's refusal to remove

Whalen In tho ambulance, Segt. Delamater
sent tne Injured man to Bellevno Hospital In a
stroet cur lu company with Policeman Itnhloff.

He was reluctantly admitted and placed In
Dr. Chapman's eryaipelaa ward, to remain
until this morning, when he would be handod
over to buperlntindent of Outdoor Poor Blake,
beoause he was unfortunate enough to be a
resident of Vatulugion; but Whalen thought
that It wonld be onlr fair, slnoe he was robbed
and beaten on tho streets of New York by New
York thugs, that he shuuld be entitled to New
York's protection.

Whalrn had no money, because he had been
robbed; and one ot the reasons wny Dr.

woull not tako him wts because he
could not pay $13 in advanco for a month's
lieatment.

Wrialen's case Is not an Isolated one. Similar
refusals by ambulance enrpeons to remove
injured persons have frequently attracted pub-
llo attention to this service.

"Dr. Wllmarth's Instructions ate to bring
all caes to the hospital, and we will decide
her: whether the subject Is entitled to ad.
mission or not."

"Did he not, then, violate this rule t"
"Well yea. Ho may not have considered

it as a hospital case.''
"But the rule, u yon stste It, gives him no

discretion. He Is to bring all cases to tbe L"

" Well, he didn't consider this cue serious.
I hsve great confidence In Dr. Wllmarth. He
la astudlons. sble young msn, and always at-

tends lotus duty."
"Hut, admitting that Whalen's esse was

not serious, may he not make a fatal error In
some otner case If he is permitted to violate
the rnles?"

"That Is a matter between blm and his con-

science and the medical board. The latter are
satliCed that he acted rightly, aud I am. I
