A earloud of dynunilte
standing on the track suddenly exploded
with a force® of which the mind cannot
convelve. Death and ruin were spread
about the place, amd fur miles artind |
houses wers rodked and the ground shaken
ns if by an earthqunke,

Following closely uypom the  shooking
story of the disnster und ltn consequenoes
vomes the declaratlon frenl pwople who
were near the acenc thnt the nwful nftuly
might have boen averted by the ndaption of
the most ordinary precnutlons. It s
eharged that the handling o the dynamite
used in the blasting operations o the Con-
tral rond has all along been extremely vare-
lenn; tlint the dangurons explosive has Leen
earried over the ralls and left standing
about In suoh ways as to seem almost ke
Invitations (o disuster,

It I8 declared that a simple tarpanlin
covering thrown over the cur which held
the dynamite yesterduy would have jire-
vented thoe catnstrophie of the duy, nod that
such & procaution would linve bLoen only a
usual one, had the risks accompunying the
transportation of the explosive been con-
mulered at all,

These allogations will furnish pubijects
for eareful Investigation by the Coroner's
Jury, and by all the authionities of luw into
whose provinces the ‘Tarrytown occur-
renceg may come,  The nguiry  over
the disastor must  extend 1o the
minutest particular connectsd with  the
handling of the dynamite und th ciises of
the exploslon. If  there I such o
grave responsibility for the casuaity ns
I8 Indlcated In the declarations referred
to, It must be prompily placed. And
while theee allegations are Lelng dealt witli
attho foquest, it might Lo well to Inguire
nso why It happened that o carlond of
stufl, the handling of which Is alwiysso full
of uncertaln  poril, was allowed 10 go a8
part of a regalar work truin bearing Iis gang
of laborera, instesd of Lwluy bransporied
roparately and enrefully over the romd,
