For this reason It la very difficult for a phy-
sician to operate on the thiout. Ileforo
anything enn be done In this direction It is
ncocwury for tho operator to guln tho con-
science of the little brain that dominates it.
It frequently takes weeks bclore this con-
fidence can be secured, aud until It U
secured It is impossible to operate. When
tho little brain is Anally mnde to understand
that no harm is Intended it, hut that the
physician is actuuted by friendly motives,
it will submit to almost any treatment,
uowever painful.
