Memorial Day will be celebrated
l.j the people of New York and Its vicinity
with more than mnal exuberance, It one may
judge at all from the extensive preparation!
which are mating for the due observance of
lta ceremonlslB.

The central feature In the obiervanoe of the
day la, ai ninal, the lmpoilngr military parade
and the turn-ou- t of all the Grand Army veter-
ans to do honor to the memory of the dead
comrade! who sacrificed their lives for their
country.

Of course, everything will depend npon the
weather, bat as snnshme ordinarily quickly
follows rain at this season of the year, and as
every Memorial Day for twenty years baa been
fair, there Is every prospect that the weather
conditions of the day will be all tail could be
dealred.

occurrence, when Jndne 8. M. Breckln.
ridge, of bu Lants, foil and died Juat at the
conclusion of his speech against Dr. Ilrlgcs,
anil hung about the Fort Street Church, whero
tho Presbyterian (leneral Assembly holds Its
session this morning.

To those who were present yesterdsy that
death scene will long remain most Impressive.

Judge Breckinridge was a member of the
committee that had voted in favor of the veto
ot Dr. Hriggs.

He bettan hla speeoh with the statement thst
he did not believe in long speeches, bnt his
friends folt that perhaps II he should give an
opinion growing out of his legal experlenco
In retard to the relation of Union flcmlnary to
the Aestmbly that It might help to bring thoso
who were in doubt as to the constitutional
aspects of the case to a right understanding.

It was hla opinion that the appointment
should not stsnd, snd without any passion,
without any tone of bitterness, and without a
personal allusion, except to avow his belief
that the ministry of the church shonld not be
trained by a man who held the views thst Or.
Brlggs set forth In his writings, he closed
calmly with the remark: "I have discharged
my duty faithfully, and I ask you to excuse mo
from farther"

Here his voice trembled slightly and those
sitting near him ssw thst bis kneealwere bend-
ing, and In an Instant, before those at his side
could stretch forth a hand to save him, he had
fallen to the floor.

Dr. bheppard, a physician, was on the plat-
form beside blm In a minute and tho Judge was
carried Into the pastor's study. A silence
as of death fell over the assembly.
The galleries were thronged with visitors
and soores of people were standing.

Perfect order was restored, and while the
Assembly was In suspense Dr. Hays, of Kan-
sas City, suggested that a prayer be offered for
the afflicted Commissioner. Dr. Groen, the
Moderator, asked him to offer the prayer.

Hardly had ho closed ta hen tne stated clerk
announced: "Jndgo Ilreckenrldge Isdeadl"
A commltteo was appointed to prepare a suit-

able minute regarding his death, and Dr.
Hays was made chairman. Arrangements
were made at onco to send the body to fit,
Louis.

For perhaps an hour afterward the great
audience remained, now and then a Commis-
sioner lesdlng in prayer or announcing a hymn
or Indulging In remarks appropriate to the
occasion.

Dr. Xraklne, of thecarltslo Presbytery; the
venerable Dr. Smith, of Baltimore, and othera
spoke of the personal work of the deceased
Commissioner, and gave effective words on
the necessity of being prepsred for death. Dr.
Erakine referred to the death of Secretary
Wlndom In New York last Winter.

The Aaaembly then adjourned to meet thts
morning and decided to spend the evening In
prayer at the hours which had been set apart
for feasting.

ATHLETES' DAY

Splendid Contests in Frospoot at
tho Borkoley Oval.

Collcgo Strong; 3Ion to Strlvo Hurcl
for Honors and tliu Cup.

Ills simply wonderful to note the rapidity
with which tho Molt Haven Intercollegiate
games have grown In pnbllo Interest amce they
were formally bosun at Saratogi In I87D.

The colleges In that year competed for a
$MX) challenge cup, which waa presented to the
Intercollegiate Association to be held eacn
year by tho college winning the most first
prizes. Bnt little attention bad been paid to
the organization poor to thla occaalon.

This challenge cup Is really what gave the
Association Its flrat grand boom and caused
the athletes, as well as the publlo In general,
to take a deeper (merest In these now truly
exciting games.

As the annual games ot this Association
were played eson year In Molt Haven from
1BT7 until I689 they got tho name of tho " Mott
liar en Cup (James," anil It baa stuck to them
ever slnoe.

there has been a marked Increaso In the In-

terest manlfeated by the general publlo In the
Intercollegiate Association games each year
from 1876 up to the present date, when It has
reached such a high-wat- mark that It la fully
expected that 80,000 people will be on hand to-

morrow at Berkeley Ural to see the athlctea
compete for the honor ot tho colleges they will
represent.

There bare beeu many records made and
broken by the college boys during the past fif-

teen years, snd at present some of tho finest
athletes In Ameriea are college students or
graduates.

The colleges which hare turned outaome nf
the greatest athletea are Yale, Harvard and
Princeton, the last named having been the
first college to capture the much coveted cup.

In 1877 the Yalea withdrew from the Asso-

ciation and remained on the outside nntll lbso.
Tho- - games were played at Molt Huven in I87I
on account of Its central location and con.
venlence to all the colleges. Columbia won
the cup then and also csptured It again In 1878

and lffio.
Harvard proved tho lucky college In 1880 and

oontlnued to do so until 1887, winning It seven
consecutive times.

In 1883 the piece of meeting was shifted from
Mott Haven to tho Polo Ground. New York;
in loM It waa again shifted to the grounds of
the Manhattan Athletlo Club, and In 1880 to
the Berkeley Oval, whero they havo beeu held
ever since.

The Yale College boys succeeded In wrenoh-Ini- r
the cuo from the grasp of tho Harvsrds in

1M7, but only managed to bold It one year, as
Harvard again came to the front In 1688.

A new cup was put up by Dr. White, of the
Berkeley Athletlo Club, In 1889, snd It was
won by Yale, tho old cup booomlng tho per-

manent properly of Uarrard for having won it
the greatest number of times.

In 1800 Harvard again proved the victor aud
captured the new cap, with many honors.

The gsmes will be wstohed with
great interest, as sll the colleges sre sending
carefully trained athletes, who will undoubt-
edly make It a hard row for Harvard to hoe.

1878, they lltcd together for
nrer ten years, a court or law In Rhode
Island, upon proof that the marriage had
taken place, granted to Mrs. Jenks a
dlrorce on tke ground of ana
permitted htr to assume her maiden
name, and now four Bishops of the Protestant
KplacopM Church declsre thst the marriage
was null snd void from ihe beginning, snd that
tho status of Miss Llttlejobn In respect to the
law and discipline ottne Church was tho same
as though the marriage had not taken place!

There you arc. '1 nat Is the gist of the eccle-
siastical decree, snd hero Is whore the mys-

Bishop Lllllcjohn has slways malntalnod that
the only grounda for divorce wore the Scrip-
tural causes, but these were not alleged In the
Rhode Island court.

Mr. Jenks offered no obatsolo to his wife's
securing a divorce. Tney separated tnreo
years ago after having lUed together for ten
years, for a time In lllihop Llttlejohn's houao
lu Hemien street, and Dually In their own
home on the llilghts.

Clements, a mere, slip of a girl, with big blue
eyes and a wealth nf auburn hair, Is a prisoner
In tbe police station hrro charged with hating
attempted lo end tier llfu by taklngoxaltcacld.

Though sho ssjs she Is nineteen years old
her looks snd general appearauce Indliato that
she Is younger. An orphan, without s relative
at baud, ahe hai Utirlug Ihe past live years
managed to support herself ty working In
wealth families on the Island until yesterday,
discouraged and despondent, she took a dose
of poison big enough to kill three men.

Brer slnoe her mother died, Hre yoara ago,

Julia has been omployed as s nursegtrl and
chambermaid. She haa worked for tho Mar-

tins, the Buckleys, Ilio Bunions und other
u families. She waa regarded aa a

good, puro girl far aboio the average girl of
her atal'on. Until a mouth ago she lived In

tho Dunton family near here, but lost her
placo through eoino misunderstanding.

Then a Mrs. McCarthy, the wlfoof one of the
foremen of tho oil works at Constable Hook,
living on York avenne. New Brighton, took
compassion on the girl and told her ahe might
stay with her until sho found another plao .

Julia went to Mn. McCarthy's nouse snd did
her share of the housework chrerlullr, though
at times sho was melancholy und despondent.

Karly yesterday morning biio came to ct
Brighton and secured employment In the fsm-ll- y

of Dr. Garrott, Sho returned to New
Brlk'htnn and told Mrs, McCarthy that ahe bad
secured tho lane.

She appeared to be glad, and bc?an to pre-

pare for her dcpuriuro this morning. That
was the last Been of her until 4 o'clock, when
two boys passing tho McCirtby residence
heard groans in the garden.

They made an Investigation and found a
young girl lying In the grass In the garden
near a pump.

She wss writhing In sgonr. A cup with
dregs of a white cryatsllised subBianoo lay on
the ground at her feet,

Tho lada summoned Mrs. McCarthy, who
was startled to find that the girl was Julia
Clements.

Dr. Van Rennsclaer was summoned and said
the girl had swallowed a large qnautlty of

add. Fortunately It was an overdose,
which saved her life.

Dr. Vsn Rennselaer succeeded In pumping
out what remained of the polaon In the glrl'a
stomach.

Coroner Taylor, of Port Richmond, who was
notified, came and questioned the girl, but her
replies were meagre and unsstisfsctury.

He ssld sho wss tired of life. She was an
orphan, sick, and had nothing id live for.

She told the corner that about S o'clock yes.
ternoon she wsnt to Tsndenbnrgh's drug store
and asked for Ave cants' worth of oxsllo add,
telling the olerk that she wanted to ose It ou
eliver. Then she went to the garden and awal-low-

nearly all the stuff.
To an Evkmnu World reporter this morn-

ing she ssld:
"No, I'm not sorry for whst I did. The

only regret I hsve is thst I did not kill myself
so sa to avoid my present disgrace,

"I'm tired of lire. 1 have nothing to live
for. My father was a coschman In the Back-lan- d

family, but died ten yeara ago. My
mother died about five years sjro and left us
myself, a smaller slater snd a brother, who are
living In the city.

"Blnco the death of my mother I havo
worked In a nnmbcr of families tbe lsst place
I had for two j ears. My work waa ao hard.
Wbeu I lost my employment I got sick and
tired, and though I was to go Into the family
of Dr. Garrett, I waa discouraged, aa tbe work
wss too hird.

"I had always beard that oxalic add was a
poison snd I thought It better than anything
else. Ineter had any trouble with anybody,
bnt whenever I got disheartened I always
thought of suicide.

" If 1 could only get s plsco 10 take care of
a child, ahe continued. "My work would
be easier, and perhaps life might be pleasant.
I wUI try not to kill myself again, If I gel over
this."

Her case has excited a good deal of sym-
pathy on the North Shore, aud tt is probable
when ahe Is arraigned ahe will be discharged
and a plsee provided for her.
