SECOND-HM- O LUMDEll GOES.;

One Profitable Result of the Lum-b- or

Dealers' Embargo.

No Signs of Truce in tho AVur on

the Walking Delegate.

The troubles In tho lumber trade, arising
from the dealeta' war on the Building Trades
walking delegates, bid fair to make an unpre-

cedented record. The tourth week ot the em-

bargo on all the lumber yards m this city is
rapidly passing away, and tho yards are still
closed for lonsl business.

The Board of Delegates Is directing the
movements of the laborers, and the anions
are putting up a pugnacious resistance against
the attacks of the dealers.

Organized labor In the building trades la pre-

senting a remarkably strong front, having
boen able to cope with the Lumber Trade As-

sociation so successfully for suoh a length of
time.

The Lumber Trade Asioclatlon claims to hare
an aggregate representation of capital amount-
ing to more than 180, 000, ooa The dealera also
claim positively that there is no ulterior motive
Influencing them In their present stand.

Tney are simply trylnr, they say, to force
tne Board of Delegates to raise a boycott from
the lumber of one arm Buckl A Co.

Although they have apparently done their
utmost to rout the delegates from their posi-

tion, thus fsr they have been unable to do ao.
Another attempt was made yesterday to get

the delegates to "sorrender uncondition-
ally," It was expected by the dealrrt
that they would do so, but a lrply
wss retnrned teat an arbitration com-

mittee mnst settle the difficulty. This the As.
soclatlon does not want, as by conceding th'a
point It ill fall short of obtaining an uncon-
ditional surrender.

Building operations all over tbe city have
been stopped, ant Ihocssnds of bricklayers,
carpenters, masons ana laborers In oilier
trades are Idle.

Without doubt a break must oocor some-
where beforo loog. Both sides are walling
and hoping that the other will give tn, but the
end la no: yet.

It Is Impv "'e to get an accurate Idea of tho
fnll number of men affected by the lumber
embargo, because of tbe variety of Interests
Involved.

The yards appear to be closed tightly y

snd no signs of an early break appeara there.
The varloua trades that sre out of work be-

cause of the embargo are bealnnlng to appear
anxious, although no pronounoed grnmblehas
been heard.

On the other band, many of the dealers feel
very dnbloua aa to the result. On good author-
ity tt was tesrned this morning that the dealers
are to lookout for the eignere-o- f their agree-
ment wbo are liable to sutler because ot Inabi-
lity to meet outstanding paper.

It Is claimed that the Association baa a
Finance .Committee wblcb visits the holders of
notes wbo are letting on the screws, snd per-

suades them to hold up till the trouble Is over
If they value their present clientage.

T.ilswas emphatioally denied at the head-
quarters of the Association this morning. In
fact tbe professed Igboranco on the wholo sub-
ject was manifestly palufni.

waeks ago, Police Coinmisiloner Martin hss
submitted the following Joint rule for the con-

sideration of tne Board t

" At urea It shall be the duly of all officials

and men of tbe Polloe and Fire Depigments
to for tbe protection otl'ifa and
property.

" Should at auy time danger arise from un-

safe or falling walls, spresd of fire, explosions
or any other cause, necessitating the tempo-rir- y

slopping of travel through any of the
streets adjacent to a Are, It shall be the duty of

the officers In oommtnd of the forces of tae
Fire Department to glvv notice to that effect to
tba officer In command of the polio force, who
asall at once comply with sucn notloe.

In carrying oot this rule care must be
taken that the rlghu and pt.TUeges of cltliens,
business interest and public trafflo and travel
shall not be interfered with or obstructed any
longer than publlo safety may enquire.

Notice shsll be promptly given thst public
trafflo and travel msy be resumed whenever
the officer In command of the forcea of the
Police Department and the officer In command
of the forces of the Fire Department shsll
agree that danger to life and property no
longer exists.

In the case of nnssfe or (siting walls the
commanding officer of the lire Department
shall immediately notify the bUferintenurut of
Buildings, whose duty It shall be lo at once
proceed to lbe tire, and afler making a cartful
official Inspection, thereupon take sucn proper
addt'loual measures as he may deem titers,
sjry, to irolect lite and properly and tutu,
able traffic and navel to be safely resume 1. "
