This ehumber being conuected by projper
duets, wilh ventilating faus diribated st
proper polnis snd operated by eleairic current,
the smoke would be inmediately wilhdrawa
without being permiited w0 descend Into the
tunnel, enveloping and obsenring the llghis
The Edison company offer to furniah, if pee-
mitted, complete plans and epeeifications, and
exuress the belief that the lghting and veaill-
ating of the tunnel by this mesus s eutirely
praciicatle
