An accident which resulted In the Instant
death of oue man and tho fatal Injury of two
children, while two other children were very
seriously hurt, occurred at 8 o'clock this after-
noon, at the corner nf Ilroome and Norfolk
strecti.

At this corner a new building Is being
erected, which nouM be No. 509. The work
was being done under the supervision of Con
tractor John Kranckcu, of 107 Third street,
aud ho w.m tho man who was killed.

When the girder had boen raised about half
wa up, the guy ropes of tho derrick suddenly
gave way, and the derrick swayed against the
plllats, the girder also adding the impetus of
its weight as tho whole went down.

The pillars were knocked over Into the street,
the derrick and the glrdc. falling upon tho top
of the prostrate pillars.

Mr. lrnncken was sttnek in the stomach by
one of thn pillars, and I. Is neck was crushed
and broken. He dlod Insumh.
