Florlan bolted through the fence.

The explosion
followed lu a second, and all the men wero
covered with the burning nuid.

tin the end came. Simpson, whose race,
hands ond arms woro badly buruod, was also
taken tn the hospttaL It H said ho will re-
cover, though he will probably lose nib sight.
Tlghe escaped with slighter lnjurico, and Is
di. Ing w ell at his home, 00 Amsterdam avenue.

Dr. Northrop was thirty years old married,
and lived at Yonkers. lie graduated from
Columbia college in ISHl.snd recclicdthe
degree uf pa. I), three years later. He became
an Instructor In tbo college soon after grad-
uation. He bad arranged to soil for Europe
next week. Intending to study In bis special-tle-

In a German university.
The ITofessor was very popular among his

associates and the Columbia students, and bis
sad death has cut gloom orcr the college
ttMlay,

Mrs. Northrop was at her husband's bed-
side till a late hour, but no one but the house
surgeon and the nurses was with blm when
he died.

The funeral arrangements bare not yet
been completed.

Takhttown, Juno an. Frank Atwood, the
travelling salesman from Philadelphia, Is

certain y that tho body ot the beautiful
woman who committed suicide by drowning
at croton, last Friday night. Is that ot his
long-lo- wife.

Ills identification last night was positive;
and on closer Inspection ot the body and hear-
ing til Ihe details of the tragedy, his belief In

her Identity Is tolay confirmed.
To an KvBxma World reporter Atwood

said this morning that he should claim the
dead woman's body and take It to Philadel-
phia for burial aa soon as the Coroner would
permit.

Tho Coroner snys that he shall require
more than Atwood's unsupported evidence of
the woman's Identity. He baa brought no
photograph of his wife and appears very re-

luctant to namo any people who knew her.
The Coroner"a Jury was called together this

morning, and Atwood repeated the story he
told the Coroner last night. Tho only thing
that shook his faith In tho Identification of
tho l)0dy waa the letter signed " M. E. J.," In
which words are misspelled, and the hand-
writing Is different from that of Mrs. At-

wood. '
Ho named Druggist Drown, corner of Ful-

ton nnd Water streets. New York, as a
former acquaintance of his wile.

Atwood did not think hts wife had ever lived
in New York prior to their marrlogo.

Atwood'i slory, as told tn the Jury, was
that he was a travelling hardware salesman
for Whit, Post Co., Cleveland, o.

While travelling on a local train between
Philadelphia and tlermantown, about I8H7,
he met a young woman who gave her name
an Miss Purcell Marlnl. The acquaintance
ripened Into lore, and though he know
nothing ot the girl's antecedents or history he
married her.

Sho had told him that her parents were
wealthy, but that she left home owing to a
quarrel. He accepted her assertion that ho
had never done any wrung.

They went to live at 1 11 Vine street, Phila-
delphia, where their daughter Louise was
born. Their home was harpy, although his
business frequently compelled htm to bu ab-
sent for weeks.

Two months after Louise waa born he
started on one of his periodical business trips.
At Omaha, Neb,, he received a despatch stat-
ing that his wife had suddenly left homo and
could not be found.

He returned to Philadelphia immediately to
find Louise In the care of neighbors.

It was July 18, 1H8S, that the baby's mother
took her Into a neighbor's house with a re-
quest that the little one be cared for a few
minutes. She never returned.

Atwood visited the morgues, the police
searched the city; but no trace ot bis wife
was disco ored.

Much of his time stnee has been spent in a
vain search for the missing wife and mother.
He has visited every part of the country to

at unldontlded bodies ot women, always
aklng Ilaby Loul&o with htm, and It wan a

newspaper account of the dndlng ot this body
that Drought htm to Tanytown yesterday,
hoping against hope that his long search
would be ended.

When he saw the body ot Dolly Davis's
double he bad no donbt that It was that ot
his long-los- t wife.

Tho Coroner to-d- received a letter from
Hartford, Conn., saving that the published
description ot the sulolde tallied exactly with
that ot a factory girl named Gertie wood,
who had disappeared from that city several
months ago.

He also received a telegram from Sussex,
Mass., asking that the body could be kept
until parties from that town could Inspect It,
aa the description was that of a girl missing
from that place.
JjAtwood claimed to have ft sister named
Mrs. George 1. Hullng living at Yonkera. An
omeer sent after her waa told by her that she
was not At wood's sister. The Coroner di-
rected that she bo brought to Tarrytown to
race Mr. Atwood.

In the care of an officer, Atwood went to
New York at noon to Ond people there who
can identify htm.

Detective Wood, ot Philadelphia, tele-
graphed this afternoon that no such man as
Frank Atwood Is known at 111 vine street,
Philadelphia, and that the firm he claims to
represent has no office tn Philadelphia.

George P. Heeling, husband ot the woman
Atwood claims as his sister, told Undertaker
Vanderbllt that three years ago he employed
Atwood In the United States Hotel In Now
York.

Dr. F. A. Drown, at his Fulton street drug
store, told an Evknino World reporter that
he bad formerly lived In Philadelphia and had
there known several people named Atwood.
He could not recall Frank Atwood, however,
and did not think that he knew htm or his
wife.

FOR LILLIE COOK'S DEATH.

Dr. Van Zile and Howard Terrell
Brought to Ear.

Tho Brooklyn Court of Oyer and Terminer
was crowded this morning when young
Howard s. Terrell and Dr. Benjamin 8. Van
Zlle, charged with performing a criminal
operation upon pretty Llllle M. Cook, which
resulted In her death, were called for trial.

Mrs. cook and Miss Jennie W. Cook, mother
and sister of the dead girl, were In court.
Both were dressed In deep mourning. The
mother la a tall, woman, but her
load of trouble has made her hair gray.

Young Terrell, who was selected to stand
trial first. Is the son ot a n lirery
stableman.

The shocking story of Llllle Cook's death
first became known to the police a few days
after Christmas, 1880. An autopsy revealed
the tact that she bad died of perltonttls,caused
by a criminal operation.

Little by little the story of tho girl's wrongs
was brought out, and whn the case was
taken before the Grand Jnry Indictments
were found against the two men who faced
the bar ot Justice this morning.

'1 errell was arrested, but Dr. Van Zlle dis-
appeared from Brooklyn and was not heard ot
for nearly three months, when he came back
and ai placed under ball.

Asslttatif Dljtitet-Attorne- T Clarke, In open-
ing the case tor the people, said that be In.
tended to press the case against Terrell for
aiding and abetting the operation.

Terrell first became acquainted with the
Cook family In February, 1SH7. They lived
at 11 Debevolso place. Heilrsl called to see
Miss Jennie cook. ,

In June, 18SS, Jennie went to Ithaca,
and 1 en-el- l began paying attentions to I.lllln.
When thev went to Patcbogue Terrell

and there, tt Is olleged. the Intimacy
begun and was continued until Llllle found
herself In trouble.

In securing a Jury this morning. Mr. Clarke
rejected young men. The Jury Is composed ot
men near or past the middle age.

The witnesses examined this morning were
Dr. Mrowsmlth, who made the autopsy on
Miss Cook, and Mrs. Cook, mother of the dead
girl, who told of Terrell's vlslt to her
duughter.
