James Kelly, Patrick Jones and Michaal
MeCarty, of Ellzabeth, were all seriously
hurt,

The seaffald was thirty feet high. Fifteen
men wers at work on 1L laying brick when the
hod-carrisrs ascended (o the platform and
dumped thelir joads right among the work-
men,

Thers was a crackling notss, followsd by a
101 orash, and the seaffold collapsed, throw-
ing all the men, togelher with the brick and
mortar, in 8 confused heap on the ground.

When the other workmen riushed to the
spot 1o axtricats the fullen men it was found
that Willlams was dying. lie only lved a
fow minutes.

Nolan was doad, his neck having been
broken. Both men are single, and were the
two hod-carriers whose sotion had brought
about the disaster.
