Warden Brown on tho Provisions of
tho Electrocution Law.

(rr.rtAL to Tn FTtxiso wont.D.I
sino Bind, July 8. The dignified bearing of

Warden William It. llrown throughout the,
oxecutlon of the commands of tho law for
secret killing by electrocution and bis treat-me-

of the press Is tho subject or a good deal
ot lemark now that It Is all over.

Tho Warden, Principal Keeper Connaugh-to- n

and Klllott Ilram did all In their power to
aid tho newspspcr men, but alwavs kept
strictly within the strict letter and spirit of

the law making the execution secret.
Warden llrown llberallj and thoughtfully

construed thai clause otth" law that says no

nformatlon shall bo given out by thoso con-

ducting tho execution beyond the bare an-

nouncement that tho commands ot tho law
have been obeyed. Ho arranged to run up
signals five minutes after the deadly current
had extinguished tbeutal spark In each .

As thero were four men to be taken off, and
they must bo executed singly, the Warden
arranged tint tho name cf each llctlm In

turn should be Indicated 10 the coloi nf the
signal flag.

A white flag, run up on the prison flagstaff,
told all assembled outside the prison that the
BPnUuieo of the law had been executed upon
John Sloeum. A blue Hag Indicated that wal-

ler was dead. A black nag was Joseph Wood,

and a red signal told that Juglro had paid the
penalty ot diath.

Ilcjond I his tho law forbade him to speak,
and heeonsclentlouslyobeyedthelaw, always
meet Ing sincere querists courteously.

TlieorrUlalsIn charge wore obliged to re-

fuse Information beyond the baro announce-

ment.
'I he success with which this secrecy was

maintained by the officials was only a pai t ot
tho successful outcome or this second great
experiment with electricity as a means of In-

flicting the death penalty.
Witnesses declare that the execution was

an unqualified success, as was Indicated lu
tho vpry full and complete Information
gleaned by The Evk-im- i World and laid bc-p-

Its readers yesterday.
" There was no torture, no burning. The

condemned men died In tho fraction ot a sec-

ond; died liefore their nerve tissues could
convey to them the sense of pain," said one
who was present to an Etknino Wobld re-

porter
"Tha.rcUdnm of the Legislature la. com-- ,

mandlng secrecy regarding electrocution, Is
not for my criticism." said tho Warden

" Two trials seem to show that It Is beyond
the power of the law to make thoso who wit-

ness the electrocution keep the secret, and
untried and unpunished violators of this
clause making it a mlsdemeanorto publish tho
details ouly help to hotd up that provision to
derision.

" While tho law Is what It Is I shall do my
best to obey It ; but I say frankly that I would
prefer that tho press tho eyes of tho world-sho- uld

be free to see and descrlbo all.
" It Is matter of public business, and the

public should know Just how Its business Is
conducted."

WILL NOT REPLY TO CRITICS,

Warden Brown Declares That Ho
Has Only Dono His Duty.
Hrrrut. to Tnr. ivicsisn wonm.l

fiiso Sinb, July 8 Warden llrown returned
from New burg at P.ir this morning. He
looked bright, and as cheerful as a man could
be expected to bo after passing through 'the
oi deal of the post week.

The Warden said that last night ho had tho
first undlsturDcd sleep he enjoyed since Sat-
urday.

Upon his desk the Warden found a packago
addressed to hlra, but with thoso words un-

derscored: " Japaneto papers." The packago
contained a n Japanese newspapirs,
sent from New York by soiuo unknow n per-
son for Hhlbuya Juglro.

Mr. llrown declined to mako any statement
bearing on tho electrocution, and said that
reported Interviews, In w hlch ho Is alleged to
Scftk of tho electrocution In any manner, are
fabrications.

"lleyond tho simple statement that the
electrocutlonstook place," said tho Wardmi,
"I shall not speak. If It la tho object of the
reporters to forco me to make a denial or
printed statements In regard to tho electro-
cutions, It will tall.

"While I am not Insensible to newspaper
criticism, the law, as I understand It, requires
mo to maintain silence, and while deprecat-
ing the tact that I am accused ot having
adopted harsh and stringent measures, I can
only read the attacks and retrain from mak-
ing any reply.

" I wish you would state to the gentlemen
ot the press that I sincerely regret that I w as
compelled to appear discourteous.

"As you know, up to Saturday evening,
when I was called away suddenly, I extended
every courtesy to new spaper men that I could.

"Upon my return, Monday , 1 was
compelled, juuch against my will, to Increase
the stringency ot tho order In regard to ap-

proaching tho prison. I did not interfere with
the reporters' movements outsldo tho state
land the roadway In rront of the prlsou 1

tho private property or the state.
" The public road winds about the hill and

Is marked by a linn from the hill road wall to
the telegraph pole, opposite the north end of
the prison stable.

"As It was, the reporters wore allowed to
occupy a part or the State's prlate roul.

"I reel satisfied that I havn performed ill
duty. Tho law lias been observed In t?ery
respect.

" 1 had full confidence in tin) efdclency ot
tho Instruments prouded ror tho taking of
thow liven, and my greatest auxlety was lest
something might occur to pretent the elec-
trocution, before tho prisoners arose In tho
morning.

Sixth Avcnuo Surface Railroad Depot

Dearly Destroyed.

FiiTccn Hundred Horses Rescued
from the Building.

KIvo Alarms Call More, Tlmn n Score
of Kiijtlncs to tho Scene,

Tho big depot occupies tho entire frontage
on Sixth avenue, between Forty-thir- d and
Forty-fourt- h streets.

It extends east to a depth of about four
hundred ffer brfboth the ido tifrcets and l of
a uniform he Ight of three stories.

It Is divided Into Ihreo distinct sections,
cai.li one separated from tho other by u brick

partition wall sixteen Inches thick.
Tho file wns confined to the middle section

of the building, which begins about 7.1 root
from the Sixth nvenuo line nnd extendi Ifil)
feet back to the stables.

Tho two upper stories at tho Sixth nvenno
end are occupied by the ofllies of the Com-

pany, whllo tho ground floor of (his section,
n.s well as that of tho burning part of the
building, Is used tor tho storage of the Com-

pany's cars.
The central section Is used ror tho storage

of grain and hay for the horses. Tho top
story Is filled with bales or hay, which un-

packed closely together, and there Is more
baled hay on the second lloor.

1 llteen hundred bales ot hay wero put Into
the lott only last week. In tho bins ou the
second lloor there were fi,0U0 bushels or com
and oats.

'Ihe entire rear portion ot tho building
furthest from Mxth nvenueU used for stabling
the liorM i. '1 he company owns 1,1100 horses
nr.d 1,200 of tlieui were lu their stalls when
the tire broke out.

The stalls aro built on all three lloors, and'
the horses are tnken up by means of lnelliie.1
plain stairways.

The first effort mane niter the llru was dis-

covered was to rescue the herpes, and this
wns accomplished w It li some difficulty vvUliln
ten minutes after tho names broke out.

At that time tho tiro was at a considerable
'

distance from tho stables, and though the
horses wero somewhat nighleued h the
smoke and tho noise or tho tire engines In the.
ttn et, they wero manageable.

The tire was first discovered hy Policeman
Cuuunlugs, or the Twenty-thir- d Pieclnu, at
all.tr,.

Ho was walking along b stieo
when his attention was attracted by a thin
wreath or smoke curling rrom a vvlnduw of
tho lop floor, Just lu the rear of the unlets.

Then came a stronger puff or smoke, and
thoonicer ran to the box at Forty-thir- d stieet
and Mxthavenueandgavo tho ularm.uttho
same time warning the people In the stables
as ho reared that tho building was on mo.

Tn enty-flv- o or thirty cars were rolled out
and lert lu tho street. President Curtis and
Supt. Miller wen.' running around In a state
of great excitement, nnduven turned In and
helped tho men In their efforts lo save the
company's prop rty.

Meanwhile the Haines wero bumtlng fiom
all the upper windows ot tho hay loft, and
were gradually working dowmvairts into the
second story, where the big grain cribs were
located.

Shortl after 12 o'clock the tuof In the
centre or ihe structure gave way, and this
enabled the firemen to get In their work more
I neLiiul from the adjoining roofs.

It was Impossible, however, to extinguish
the lire In ihe haj in the rentieof the loft.
and It was evident that tho firemen would
have to let It burn Itself out.

At l.fio the tlie was not entirely under con- -

trol, but Chief llonner said that it would be
soon If the water only held out.

As a matter of fact, there was considerable
llkelihoml of the wat i suppl giving out, and
engines mat ordinarily worked nt u preasure
ot yio lHiuudi were oul worked al u pre ssuro
or twenty pounds

At that hour the entire two upper Moors
ami the root of the burning building had bteii
gutted, and i he tinmen were ixerl lug every
effort 10 kts?p the flames fiom thu stables
which bad had not y,i liecn damaged.
