Wednesday afternoon with two stab wounds
In tho breast and other marks Indicating that
he was a victim of toul play.

On tho head, an Inch above the right eye-
brow, and extending towards tho ear, another
wound was discovered at the autopsy, and It
was found that the nose had been am ashed In.

Both Injuries may have been Inflicted by
a blunt Instrument, or possibly were caused
by a fall.

The discovery of Paris green botween the
clothing nnd tho flesh only Increased the
mystery. Ono theory Is that Gross's mur-
derers smeared tho poison over his body In
order to mako It appear that he committed
suicide. Dr. Judson, howover, who con-

ducted the autopsy, states positively that
there were no traces of mineral poison In
Oross's Intestines.
