Young White and Pennoy Eowoi
to Albany and Baok.

They Tell of Exposuro and Hard-
ship Their KnmUles Joy.

There Is great rejoicing to-d-ay In the homes
of John White, a carpenter, at 828 Columbus
avenue, and Edward 1'enney, at Forty-sixt- h

stret and Tenth avenue. For six long days
have members ot these households spent
wretched momcnt.x watchlug for thij return
of their eighteen-year-ol- d sons.

The roving and venturesome youths have
come back at last, and though they experi-
enced at first some chilliness on tho part of

their fathers, they have been restored to the
good graces and affectl-m- s of their families.

One week ago y Walter White, a bright
young plumber, and Charles Penney, a
plumber's apprentice, each eighteen years
old, started up the Hudson In a four-oare-d

gig, with the avowed determination of
rowing to Albany.

There came no tidings from tho boys during
their six days' absence, during which time
anxiety nearly drove their parents Insane.

They came homo at o o'clock last night,
with faces and related a talo of
unenviable experiences.

An Evrsixo World reporter called at the
house of young White, on Columbus avenue,
this morning. Soveral neighbors had offered
their congratulations over tho return ot Wal-
ter, and Mrs. White, a very bright and Intel-
ligent English woman, received the reporter
with effusive thanks for Tdb Evesiso
Wobld's efforts to And her boy.

" Walter has Just gone down to his boat at
the foot of West One Hundred and Eighth
street," she said. " lie rame home last iiUht
and I am so happy. Do you know, I had
given hlin up for dead.

" lie went away very suddenly, but h" Is
back now and we win forget all. He had a
very hard time, and I hope he will ncergo
on such a foolish expedition again."

sought out young White. He
Is a Wight youth, with big brown e5'h and a
look ot determination on bis face. Ills arms
and face are tne color ot copper, from expo-
sure to the sun, and ho talked nervously of
his trip up the Hudson.

" l'enney and I left hero at 4 o'clock last
Thursday afternoon," he said. " He had a
vacation and so did I, and we tnought It
would be a good scheme to row up to Albany.
We had no Idea It was so far. In fact, we
thought It was about klxty miles I wore
this blue serge suit, canvas shoes and derby
hat, and Penney was dressed about the tame.

"Of course, we took provisions, w htch con-
sisted ot a box ot sardines and two loaves ot
bread. I had OS cents, and a pipe and some
tobacco.

We rowed up to Yonkejo, where we ar-
rived about midnight. I hailed a man pass-
ing In a boat, and he told me that the place
we were passing was Yonktra.

" We decided to bunk on the river bank for
the night. At daybreak Thursday wo got
into the boat and rowed up the rHer until we
reached Peeksklll, where we tied up.

" I tried to tlnd some friends In the camp,
but I could not find them. I began to get
homesick.

"We continued up the river to Pougb-keepsl- e.

Hore we slept under some trees on
the shore, and early Saturday morning we
resumed our row up the river, pulling all day
and all night until we reached Albany about
10 o'clock Sunday morning.

" We had 7fi cents left and we bought seven
toavea of bread. We remained to hours,
during which time I tried to sell my pipe, but
failed. A farmer gave us two quarts of pota-
toes, which we boiled and ate. That was our
first warm meal.

We bought an Albany newspaper to show
that we were there, and started home at noon

Our experience was more unpleas-
ant coming back, for we had to contend with
rain,

" We blent near Kingston Monday night,
and Just below New burg Thursday nbtht.
We rested at Tarrytown yesterday morning,
and after a hard pull got home at 8.30 o'clock
last night.

"It was a hard trip. I had no Idea before
what a dreadful thing hunger Is. We hid to
eat the wild fruit along the river banks, and
In fact anything we could get held of. We
had no accidents."
