The law, however, prevented the Police
Commissioners Irom making such a division,
Justice Lawrence, of tha Supreme Court, de-
ciding that as the County Democracy was
recognlied by the Stato 01 ganlzatlon of the
party In convention and on tho State Com-

mittee, It must be recognized as against tho
.oorh!s Democrats, who had uot been ac-

corded such recognition.
Tho old fight promises to bo renewed tha

coming Fall, and tho legal objections will be
Bought to be removed.
