Among thoso who were in the saloon at the

time llartels was suddenl) stricken down
t here Is a great difference of opinion as to the
lause of his death. Home lielleic that he
touchid tho motor und rccelud a ratal shock,
while others say that he died from an nttuck
of heart disease.

'1 hero Is only one mark upon tho dead man's
body, and that Is upon the left hand, between
the knuckles. It looks like u slight bruise.

Apparently no one saw Just what llartels
w as doing when he fell dow n behind tho bar,
but the fact thai ho w as standing close to tlio
motor at the time led to tho conclusion that
ho had been killed by tho electric current.

Mrs. Keldsteln, nlte or tho proprietor or the
saloon, w ho waa nt the cashier's desk ut the
time, sas that tho motor was not In opera-

tion at the time and that the electile current
ban been shut ort by workmen who were

the tans.
Mie iidleies that llartels died Irom heart

disease, lie was a sufferer from that com-

plaint two years ago, when he wasengaged
by Feldstiln, and on one occasion hud falutul
away and wus discharged on the supposition
that ho was drunk.

It was afterwards explained to Mr, 's

satisfaction what the trouble was, and
llartels was taken hack again.

A man from t.oodlng, llelnert & Williams,
of hi) John street, who Inspects the motor
ever day, and who was at the saloon tills
morning, says that It would be almost Impos-
sible to recelio a shock from the motor suni-clet- it

to kill, even It the cunent had been

The real canto of Ilartels's death will not
be disclosed till tho autopsy Is made, which
will probably bi late this atternooti.
