Apparently the Ripper was frightened off
betore he entirely completed his work.

Bhe 18 a German, and unlike the other
women murdered and mutilated in White-
chapel, she was not in the company of tho
man who attacked her, but was passing along
the street when, without warning, the nssns.

Khe saw tho glitter of the upralsed steol
binde, but was unable to escape from tho
Rrasp of hor assallant.

Sha ralsed hor arm to defend her throat
from the sweeping blow aimed at it, and it
was through this movement that the wound
In her Arm was received.

When her assaflunt releasad hor from his
grasp alie tell upon & doorstep. Despite her
terrible injuries sho still retained possession
of her senses, and though the wound in her
throst was bleeding profusely she was ablo
to articulnte, the weapon not having reachoed
the winapipe.

Baveral peraons passed while sho was lying
on the doorstep, and though they endanvored
to ascertaln what the troublo was she could
not speak English sufMciently well to moake
them understand that an attempt had been
mnade to murder her.

It Is understood that the poliea found a
riror covered with blood near the soeno of the
crime.

The wound in the woman's throat could
have botn caused by a rasor, A& could alwo the
deep cut in her arm, but from the nature of
the other wounas It is belloved that they were
caused by efther a knife or n daggoer, as they
Appear to be stab-wounds, and not such as
would be made with a raxor,

Ona man has boen taken into oustody on
suspleion of being the assasxin, but the ovie
dence agalost him i very weak and no lme
portanoe s attached to the arrest.

This information was derived from lettors
found In the girl’'s trunks, whith were
Drought hore yosterday from Hewleten, [ 1.,
whore she bhad worked for Hev. Dr. Thomas
W. Martin,

Togothier with Mr. and Mra. Willlam Laws,
sister and hrother of the dead girl, Phillips
was taken to Hidgewood, whera sll three
positively 1dentited the body, Then the dee
toctives drove the trio to Jamalon, After
consultation with District-Attorney Pleming
Fhillips was locked up for the night.

Mr. and Mrs. Laws returned to Brookisn on
the first train this morning.
