Marart's examination, however, was much
more thorough, as there were many reasons
lor suspecting ttut he was the man last seen
with the girl, If not tho father of her baby,
the mysterious " George Smith."

A Splash, a Ory and an Unknown
Woman Miesing.

Tho Water Wns Drngged. but Her
nody Wat Not Found.

1., Is known as
the "long dock," because It Is 1,100 feet
long. There Is generally s cool hreeie on this
dock, and It Is tho custom ot the people to
sit out on the pier at night In order to enjoy
the breeze.

There Is no light on otaten Island at

night to speak of, beeauso the electric light
plant, which wasdestroyed by Are, has not yet
been rebuilt. Last night, thero being no
moon, the dock was very dark.

Capt 1Kmey was silting on tho deck ot his
barge about 10.48 o'clock when ho saw a
strange woman walking up and down the
pier. She acted strangely. He had never
seen tho woman before. He could not distin-
guish her features, nor could he tell whether
the was young or old.

Tho woman sat down on one of the string-piec-

some distance away from the barge.
Suddenly Capt. Looney beard a splash In tho
water. The next Instant he heard a single
cry of "Help'" It was a woman's Totce.
Then all was still.

He grabbed his lantern and called to Capt.
Curber. The two men hurried to the end of
the dock. It was flood tide and the water
was running like a mill race. The two men
coula seo nothing, nor did they hear another
sound beyond that single cry for help. Tho
strange woman was not upon the rler, and
the two captains wore convinced that sho
bad either Jumped or fallen overboard

Arter a vain search of five and one-ha- lf

bonra the two captains went to Police Head-
quarters and notified Roundsman Hugh Can-Io-

Tlie pollen searched the shore with
lanterns, but could find no trace of the body.
The two captains and the officers then
dragged In the vicinity ot the dock, hoping
they might recover the body, but their efforts
were fruitless.

This morning at daybreak when tho tide
was low, the dragging was resumed without
result. The fishermen think that the flood
tide carried the body up the bay, and that It
Is likely to be cast up somewhere on the north
shore of staten Island. A close search Is being
made for It.

Who the woman was Is a mystery. No one
recalls having seen her about, and so far as
Is now known sho was observed by ho one
oxcept Capt. Looney.
