positors bucIi a scaro that most ot them,
especially tho small tradesmen In tboiiclgu.
borhood, who had been the main support or

tho bank, withdrew their accounts as soon as
tho Institution resumed payments, and very
row ot them ever mustered up sufficient cour-ag- o

to return to It.
Thn result has been that tho business has

dw lndlcd to utmost nothing at nil. The stock
has depreciated In value, and now tho direc-
tors havo decided to closo up the bank
enllre ly.

They came to this conclusion at their meet-
ing on Wednesday last, and steps will be
taken to go Into Immediate liquidation. The
depositors havo been notified of this deter-
mination, and It Is believed that the affairs or
the bank will bo wound up within a lew days.
