THIRTEEN KILLED.

Another Terrible Railroad Disaster

Occurs in Switzerland.

The Pzris Express Dashes Into an
Excursion Train.

Forty-Eig- ht Injured People Taken
Out Bolides the Dend.

Inr AtROciATxn rKMg.l
Bkhne, Aug. 17. A terrlblo accldont oc-

curred jesterday on tho rail-
road lines near tho village ot Zolllkoten, not
far from this city.

A special train was carrying a largo num-
ber of excursionists from tho country dis-
tricts to this cltytotako pnrt In tho ccnte-nar-y

fetes which aro now In progress.
Tho excursion train was stopped at

Zolllkoten to bo shunted Into a sliding, to let
the Paris oxprcss pass. By gross negligence
apparently, "tho Parts train, loaded with
foreign travellers, was not warned to look out
for tho excursion train while passing
Zolllkoten, and tho result was that the ex-

press dashed Into tho special train.
Luckily tho engineer of tho express cnught

sight of the excursion train In tlmo to put
down tho brakes and so tho damage done and
the loss of life was not so great as It might
have been.

As It was, tho engine of tho express cut
Into and almost entirely demolished tbo
guards' van at tho rear of the excursion train,
which was empty, and thon crashed Into tho
rearmost of tho passenger cars, completely
wrecking It.

Tho exact number of dead and wounded Is
not yet known, but twelve bodies havo already
been recovered from the ruins, und It is know n
that many people havo been Berlously Injured
by tbo collision.

No loss of life has been reported In connee-tlo- n

with tho passengers on the Parts ex-

press, and therefore It Is believed hero that
they have all escaped.

A special train carrying wrecking appli-
ances, doctors nnd nurses from the hospitals,
together with detachments of engineers, has
been despatched to the sceno of tho accident,
and crowds of peoplo have started In tho same
direction.

Tho majority of the passengers on board
the excursion train belong to towns In the
vicinity of this city.

It Is thought that no foreign visitors wefc
among the excursionists, and no deaths of
American travellers have been reported.

Later. Further details show that thirteen
peoplo wero killed and eighteen seriously In-

jured. Thirty others have suffered moro or
less severo wounds or bruises.

Death Lurks in the Festering

Heaps You Leave!

Why Have These East-Std- e Streets

Been Neglected?

Street-Cleanin- g Machines and Carts

Rarely Seon Here.

There la Epidemic In tho nofoulod
Atmosphere of This Densely

Peopled District.

Tho proud ell len ot this great metropolis
who believes tnat Its streets aro reasonably
clean, healthfully clean, should visit that sec-

tion of tho city east of tho Bowery.
Unless he were a confirmed optimist ho

would find that ho had been hugging a foul de-

lusion to his soul.and that the health.tho very
lives ot the countless thortsands who huddle
In tho tenement-house- s of Cbrystle, Forsyth,
F.tdrldge, Allen, Orchard, Ludlow and Essex
streets, between (Irand and Houston streets,
are Jeopardized by tho accumulations ot nil
manner of filth that Is left to ferment on the
pavements there tor from two days to two
weeks.

HOT BKP roil DISEASE OXUMA.

An Kvknino Woklu reporter and an artist
on a tour of these streets and tho cross-tow- n

streets that Intersect them found them In a
disgusting condition, and Indeed, In an alarm-
ing state.

flits section of tho city Is ono of tho most
densely populated districts In the world,

tenement-house- s border tho streets
on either Bldo. Great "double-docke-r' tene-
ments, with four families on a floor, and be-

hind them, hemmed In on every side, are rear
tenements almost as large, and all aro
thronged with people.

IlliJEASEB BREED HERE.

In such a district, If anywhere, the streets
should rccelvo the most careful attention, for
though not so many strangers, visitors to tho
city, pass through these thoroughfares, the
thousands of people living In the tenements
cannot get away and must not only view tho
eyesores ot filthy pavements before their
houses, but must breathe the polluted air
that Is generated by tho accumulations that
Ho rotting In tbo gutters.

Inquiry developed that tho street-cleani-

brlgado visited most of these blocks only onco
a week, and heaps ot rubbish, scattered gar-
bage and other offenslvo encumbrances of the
streets sometimes lie and fester under the
Summer sun for four or five days or more.

In tbo gutter In front of Robert aunsell's
Hotel, 10!) Cbrystle street, there was a pile
of boards and on this pile, the fragments of a
hair cloth couch. Close by was an over-
turned barrel of straw covers for bottles, a
couple of broken baskets and a little mound
ofgarbnge.

Mrs. K. Itoeraer, at the cigar store opposite,
said that that accumulation had rested In tho
street two or threo days, while in front of the
bakery wero scattered paving stones and

them another pllo of reeking garbage,
which Mrs. Henry Weiss, the baker's wife,
said had been thero a long lime a week or
more.

SEATTIK'S MEN UET TIIEUE SOMETIMEil
They come sometimes onco a week and

sweep up tho dirt with a machine" said Mrs.
Weiss, ' but they don't always carry It away
till most of It is scat tered on t he street again,"
she continued, gating up and down the nar-
row street with a curl of her nose.

The street was, Indeed, enough to make any
but the most hardened nose curl. Scattered
all over tho pavement wero melon rinds,

apples, potato peelings and othervegc-tabl- e

matter, about which swarms of files
buzzed. The air was filled with noisome
odors, and the atmosphere was Stirling.

At the corner of Delancey street was a
similar sight, and the reporter, addressing a
comely young glrl.ln tho door of Morris Fuchs's
cigar store. In front of which was a clean
patch of roadwav, said :

" How often are the streets cleaned V"

" Oh, I sweep In front of our store every
morning, nnd put the sweepings In tuo gar-
bage can. The man takes It away. I don't
remember seeing any street cleaners along
here since two weeks ago."

Tho Cbrystle street bl cks, between De-

lancey and Stanton streets, wero particularly
bad. There was a pllo of old rooting tin In
tront of 17H, an old boiler In front of ISO, a
coal scuttle In tho tntddlo of tho road and
heaps ut festering garbage everywhere.

MlssZlmmermnnn, who keeps a little fancy
goods store nt ISO, slid :

" Tho street Is swept by u machine onco a
week, but It Is never clean, except for tbo one
day after the cleaning. They don't clean It
very thoroughly, c en then, for they can't
run their big machine under tho wagons that
Btand hero at nlgbt, nnd they don't try to get
the dirt out from under tho wagons."

Another woman broke In with tho state-
ment that there was much sickness on the
block, nnd that tho doctors said It was due to
tho dirty strcpt.

J. Tobaben, the grocer at tho rorner of
street, said :

' Tho street Is swept onco n week and they
don't sweep It half clean. They leave half of
what they sweep up, and lu a section where
there are trout bouses and rear bouses, all
packed full of people, It doesn't take moro
than a day to get the street vory dirty again.

December Wheat Touched 1.17, nn

cntCAno.Aug. I". Scenes In tho wheat and

corn pits on tho Hoard ot Trade wero a repe-

tition of those on Friday and Saturday, but
the stress nnd strain wero too severe to be
borne for any protracted period.

During tho tlrst hour the nervous
whirlwind worked Its will among the yelling,
gesticulating, perspiring operators, whllo the
excitement nnd confusion rendered business
well-nig- h Impossible.

Trades were being made In different parts
of tho pit at widely varying figures, nnd
prices had been going up and down 1, a and
a cents, with scarcely any buMnens passing.

Operttors paid llttln attention to outsldo
news after the start, but wore chiefly gov-

erned by surfneo Indications within the pit
Itself.

Then the cooler heads saw that II was time
to call a halt. They began to sell cautiously.
Soon tbo tide was stemmed, nnd prices
began to teredo. Selling orders from
Now York nnd foreign houses as-

sisted tlicni; order began tu come out of
the chaos; the wild (lurry moderated and
prices continued to recede, with an occasional
short rally.

Finally, December, which had sold at 91.14
soon utter the opening, wns offered at tl.oa.it
drop of 11 ceuts, with comparatively little ex-

citement In tho pit. That proved to bo tho
lowest for tho day. It rallied some.but sagged
ofr again nud closed at ftl.oa.

It was a rather remarkable Instance on the
solidity of this market thut, during tho phe-

nomenal fluctuation In prices during the
past thrco or four days, In which
Immense fortunes have been made and lost,
there has not thus far been a single failure,
and that oven rumors has not been busy with
any member ot tho Hoard as In financial
straits.

Pandomonlum reigned In tho wheat pit at
the opening or business In the Produco Ex-

change this morning.
The big bull muvement In wheat, which has

been talked of for the post three months, and
which made things so lively last Saturday
during the short session, Is still on tho flood.

Shrewd speculators say that Its culmina-

tion is not likely to bn reached for some tlmo
yet, and It certainly gained renewed Impetus
this morning,

Saturday saw an advance of four cents or
moro a bushel In all tbo options from Septem-
ber to May In the local market, and the jump
was still blggor out In Chicago, which la the
headquomn) of the bull speculative move-
ment.

After the close nt business on Saturday
trades and deals were mado "on the curb,1'
tbo expression used to designate unofficial
sales, ut prices 3 and 4 cents a bushel above
tbo regular closing quotations.

New York brokers who rocelved private
telegrams from Chicago wero thrown Into a
state of wild commotion when they learned
that " curb " prloes in Chicago was live and
six cents above Saturday evening's close.

One sale of December wheat was reported
In Chicago this morning at 1.14 a bushel,
while subsequent dealings showed the price
tor the favorlto trading option ranged from
tl.lUK to (1.12.

The excitement, however, seemed to have
tapered off somewhat at tho opening In Chi-
cago, which was quoted at 1.10U tod.ll
by the official bulletin. After tbo opening
the Western market settled down at about
ai.ll.

In tho New York Kxchange the floor was
crowded with members, and all interest cen-

tred In the wheat pit.
The opening soles of December wheat were

inudu at lit, an advnnceof MM cents above
Saturday's closing prices. May wheat was
up S cents, nnd September wheat, which was
traded In only to a limited extent, was a cent
nluher.

Then ramo a reaction, and large offerings
were made, tho first of which were greedily
gobbled up by the disconcerted Bhorti who
were uuablo to cover their sales last Satur-
day.
