"You bee, there aro things under thoo
wagons which havo been tueru for months.
It Is disgraceful. Itlsnn outrage. It makes
It very difficult to rent property. Nobody
wants to llo on a filthy street. Wo are poor
folks over here. If wcwero rich they would
come and keep the street In order, I suppose."
