ANNIE IS A MYSTERY 'Mil
8

Williamsburg Polled Pnzzled t)j Her

TaJo o a Ghostly Vandal.

Sho Doesn't Iiove the " Reinrrootlon
Freak" Who Bpolli Clothes.

The customary serenity of Williamsburg's
police force has received a real rudo shock.
Tho police there havo a copper-line- d

mystery on their hands, and It Is so
baffling In Us Intricacies as to actually be-

wilder tho kecnostdetectlvelntho Nineteenth
Precinct, Officer Michael Carroll.

The mysttncatlon of tho police Is due en-
tirely to tho weird story dainty Annlo Man-
ger, a fluffy-halre- blue-eye-

miss of BUtcen years, tells ancnt a burglar
who Is malicious enough to mutilate her pret-
tiest gowns. Sho earnestly declares that tho
burglar Is n man whom she onco thought she
saw lying dead In his coffin.

Annlo lives with her parents at 23 Lorlracr
street. her father, le a harness-make- r.

This Is tho story Annlo told to the Williams-
burg Vldocqa, and which she repeated this
forenoon to an Ktenino World reporter:

"In August, 1800, I was Introduced to a
young man named Oeorgo Smith at tho South
First Street Methodist Episcopal Church. Tho
next tlrao I mot him nt church he walked
homo with me, and proposed that ho should
call regularly.

" Ho was an awfully handsome fellow about
twenty-thre- e years old,
with lovely bluo cj es. He acted rat her fresh
that night nnd I rerusod to allow him to callupon me. He didn't llko that, and ho used to
run across mo every time I went out of tho
house.

"Then ho was oontlnually writing letters
to me, asking mo It I wouldn't try and love
htm and be his for life.

"One day In Noiombcr last I met Carrie
Hmtth, who I always supposed was his
sister, and Mho said Oeorgle was dead and
asked me If I wouldn't go and seo him In his
coffin nt 3U0 south First street.

" I went and saw, as I firmly believe, the
body of oeorgo Smith In a front room In that
house. About two weeks after that I was
frightened almost to death at mooting Q corgo
on urand street- -

" I was so seal ed that I swooned right on
the street. When I recovered George told me
It wasn't he that I Raw In tho conin, but his
brother, although hv whs pei mlttlng It to bo
understood that tho dead man was Oeorgo
Smith.

"I told lilm there and then I wanted noth-
ing to do with a 'resurrection freak.' I left
htm, but ho continued to annoy mo and write
letters up to about a month ago. 1 hat was
the last time I saw him.

"In his letters ho referred to his Intention
to get square with me, because his loie had
turned to hate.

" On Saturday afternoon last whllo we
wero all In the house inv Bister Louise came
down to tho basement blttlng-roo- and said
sho couldn't get into her burenu drawer.
Loulso and I occupy tho same room on the
top floor, front. Mamma gave Loulso a key
and sho went upstairs to unlock the drawer.

"In a few minutes she came downstairs
and said somebody bad taken throe neck
chains and three gold rings out of her Jewel
box.

"I went upstairs agalu, nnd going to the
closet round that eury one of my dresses,
twenty of them In all, had been cut and
mutilated bejond all possibility of repair.
There were bodices and Bklrts and Jackets
and here, you can seo for yourself Just how
badly damaged they are."

Annlo placed a number of the gowns before
the repor'er for Inspection, nnd there was not
the slightest doubt that they wero slashed
beyond repair.

"Now, r made all theso dresses rayBelf, and
It Is a queer thing that not a dress belonging
to anybody else In tho house, was even dis-
turbed. My sister Louise's clothes hang in
the; same closet with mine, and ncrs.wero
not harmed a hit.

" 1 tnlnk It was all tho work of Oeorgo
Smith, but how ho got In tho house Is n mys-tcr- ).

Ho would have to pass the front base-
ment windows to do that, and I sat at tho
window nil the afternoon. I was lu my room
only nn hour before tho dresses wero found
destrojed.

"On the floor of the room I picked up this
note, which was In the same handwriting as
the letters Smith used to sond tome:

" 'SnoitTT: I don't believe you better do It.
Hensaler Is soft on her yet. Ho says he will
break your back If you touch anything of
hers : so If you want to do It without hli help
I aln t with you. Frank Swift.'

" Now, Smith used to go under the name of
Van Hcnsselaer at ono time, and the shorty
referred to, f think. Is a short man, with a red
spot on tho back of his neck, who used to go
by the windows ana smile horridly at me."

That Is the girl's queer ynrn. Her mother
believes e er word of It. The pollen are lu a
quandary. When the Sergeant In charge
heard her talo about Beelng a man In a comn
dead, and then meeting him full of life and
activity two weeks later, he scratched his
head and said laconically :

"H'ml She's got a hair In her brain, I'm
thinking."

At auii South First lives n family named
Oest. They hvo been there slnco May, lsoo,
nnd the only person who died there In all that
time was an lntant eighteen months old. No-
body ever lived thero by the name of George
Smith.

And another feature of tho case Is that the
young woman, Carrie Smith, who Annlo says
guided her to Gcorglc's has
blnce dlod.

Annie w as In the habit of meeting people on
the Btreet, according to her recital, who had a
penchant tor escorting her to deat h chambers.
A little niece of Carrie, Annie vows, met her
about a mouth after George died, supposedly,
of course, and told her Carrlo lay dead In a
houso on Clermont avenue.

" I went there," she says, "and us I entered
Carrie gasped her last. I couldn't find the
house again, I know, aa I didn't get the num-
ber, but It was a nice brown-ston- o house. "

Mrs. Manger unwittingly revealed her
opinion of the yarn, when, In answer

to a question by the reporter, she replied:
"OU, he says there it some crooked work

somew here."
And there Is. If the baby-face- Innocent-looki-

Annie was to bo questioned a bit
sharply by the police sho might tell a few
things that would dispel tho awful cloud of
mystery now cn eloping the Manger house-hol-d.
