"Thoy wero stuffing you," replied a stable-
man. What tho dlggtns would be be doing
here. Thero Is nothing for him to look after.
Tho horses can be cleaned, fed and cared lor
without him, and the carts aro sent out and
dumped under tho supervision of tho foreman.
You might wait a week or a month hero and
never sco Mr. Beattle. It's only onco In a
great while he drops In on us."

Commissioner Beattlo lives at New ltochcllo
for tho summer, and thither he had no doubt
gone on Monday, so tho reporter gave up tho
Bearch that day.

On Tuesday the reporter called at the
Chambers street office at o o'clock. Mr. Beat-ti- e

was not and would not be there all day,
blsprlvato secretary, Miss Wostovcr, sold.
She had Just received a note from Mr. Beattle
that ho would test a new sweeping machlno
that day somewhere on Broadway, but the
test was not made until yesterday.

On Tuesday Mr. Beattlo was neither at tho
office nor at the stables. Tho reporter called
at each ot these places twice, and each time
was told that Mr. Beattle had not put In ap-

pearance.
Yesterday afternoon a reporter found Mr.

Beattle at Seventeenth street and Avonue C.
no stood calmly watching tho operation of a
newly patented street-cleani- machlno,
which he had consented to examine, and his
general make-u- p was altogether picturesque
Uo was dressed In a light brown suit and flan-

nel shirt, which was surmounted by a light
brown straw hat-- Ml feet wero encased In a
pair ot Immaculate russet leather shoes,
which wero tho admiration of a gang of ash-cu- rt

drivers, who eyed him curiously from a
corner of tho big stable.

Between tho encircling wreaths of a cigar,
from which he seemed to derive hugo enjoy-
ment, he spoke to one ot his subordinates con-

cerning tho machlno on exhibition before
him, and then ho turned to receive the re-

porter.
In a low tone he told The Evenino World

man that he had read tho articles In The
Evenino World bhowlng the filthy condition
ot the streets of the east side ot tho city.

SEEN ON BIDOS STREET.

Talk about tilth, why you can hardly get
across the street nere anywnere without step-

ping Into a nasty mess of decomposing gar-

bage. And the result, too, Is enough to broed
every sort of fever and disease that tho doc-

tors have discovered.
" Look at Illdce street, now. As far as you

can see, In both directions, there Is nothing
but a litter of dirt and refuse from curb to
curb. There has been no sweeper around
hero for a week, and Judging from the looks
of tho place It might have been a month.
Onco a week at the very most Is ail tho cloan-ln- c

that wo poor poople In this part of tho
city can expeot lrom commissioner Beattlo,
and I suppose we ought to bo thankful to got
that."

Thecltlien was Indignant, and he evidently
had Just cause to be. Itlcbre streot Is built up
to a great extent with tenement-house- s, tho
lower floors of which are occupied by small

retail tradespeople.
it la In tho centre of the peddlers district,

and at night their carts, wagons and truckB
are strung out along the curbstones. Some ot
them are not moved for days at a time.

Dirt and refuso collects under them from
the overflowing garbago barrels along tho
sidewalk, until In some places It Is plied a
toot high.

Scraps of paper, rags, old bedtlcks, the re-

mains ot worn-ou- t furniture, tin cans and rot-

ting vegetable matter are mixed up with the
black mud of the street until tney form a
compound that vitiates the atmosphere ot tho
entire neighborhood.

If Mr. Beattle's sweeping brigade over visits
ltldge street it never thinks of touching any-thi-

under the wagons and carts, and tho
stuff is left to rot and tester In the hot sum-me- s

sun.
A stroll down ltldge Btrcet Is not a pleasant

excursion tor a person with dellcato nostrils.
There Is very little variety In tho scene all tho
way from Grand to Houston street. It Is

simply one dismal and desolate stretch of

filth.
When tho reporter of The Evenino World

visited the place It was evident that noiie of

the garbage had been collected for at least
twenty-fou- r hours, for every barrel was
heaped up with It contents,
and tne overflow of potato parings coffee
ground's, decomposed watermelon rlndi, the
remnants of tenement-bous- e dinners and the
like wero scattered and tracked all over the
sidewalks.

Borne ot the barrels had been overturned

and the entire contents dumped Into the

street. At Stanton street the pavement was

littered up with a couple of old straw mat--

tresses, a broken peach crate, a bushel or so
ot decayed pears and a battered bathtub.

sheriff stroet Is not much ot an Improve-
ment upon ltldge In the matter ot uncloanll-ncs-s.

It was evident that tho sweepers had
been through there recently, but the little
piles of dirt which they had heaped together
had been flattened down and scattered In
every direction.

At Grammar School No. 10, where repairs
aro being made, the contractor said that ho
had not seen any streot cleaning done since
ho had been at work there. The dirt had been
lying around in that neighborhood since last
week, and ho had not scon a cart In several
days.

Columbia street, from Itlvlngton to Stan-
ton, offers on Interesting study In tho way ot
degrees ot dirtiness. It differs veryllttlo In
this respect from Sheriff and ltldge streets.

Broken barrels, tin cans and vegctablo
refuso aro scattered everywhere and the gut-

ters aro so clogged up with dirt that the
dralnago trom many ot tho houses lies stag-

nant In them.
(Irocor B. ltosenfclt, of No. oo Columbia,

was Bitting under his awning, calmly contem-
plating this very attractive vista and smok-
ing his dudeen, when an Evening World re-

porter asked him bow long It had been since
the street was cleaned.

"About two weeks, I guess," he replied.
"Sometimes they come onco a week, but
morcTbftcn it Is two weeks."

Norfolk and Suffolk streets, north of
Orand street ; Attorney street. In the neigh-

NO HOPE OF A SECOND TERM.

A New York Republican Says Harri-

son Will Support Mr, Blaine.

" It seems almost Improbable that, after
nil that has been said and written on tho sub-

ject, President Harrison is not looking for a
second term ; but that such Is the fact I have
good icason to know."

A representative Administration ltepubllcan
made this startling statement.

"Not only Is President Harrison not look.
Ing for a renomlnatlon," bo continued, " but
when tho tlmo comes ho will come out tor
Mr. Maine as the nominee.

" The programme, as I hear It, Is tor Secre-
tary Blaine to tender his resignation and at
tno same tune announce mmseu as a canui-dat-o

for the Presidency. This he will do, I
understand, when ho returns to Washington
the latter part ot September.

" President Harrison will refuse to accept
the resignation ot his Becretary ot State nnd
will assure Mr.Blalne ot his active andearnest
support, and everything will be clear sailing
on an unruffled sea of harmony, with the bark
of no Presidential aspirant In sight except
Mr. Blaine's. The lesser lights would all be
malting for the harbor of second place.

"It Is true that this arrangement was
brought about but a short time ago, for up to
last Sunday the President still had the second
term bee In his bonnet, and his Bon's Montana
newspaper last week printed an editorial to
the effect that Blaine was not In It.

" ltussell's New York paper, however, this
week prints a cartoon suggesting that Blaine
Is the coming man.

" Gen. Alger. In an Interview In Tns World
says Blaine has advised him of his in-

tention to run for President. He is right,
Mr. limine win be the ltepubllcan candidate
and will be supported by Harrison, who, how-
ever reluctantly, has had to accept tno in-
evitable."

RAN BYTHE "STDP" SIGNAL.

Was Engineer Cnmmlngs Responsible

or the Spoyten Day. II Collision?

John Cummlngs, engineer of the "Doll
Varden" train that crashed Into the Now
York central's Albany, express near the
Bpuyten Duyvll station1 at 0.33 o'clock last
night Is under suspension pending
an investigation that Is being conducted by
Third H. Walter Webb, of the
Company.

Though the Inquiry has not been finished,
the probability seems to be established that
the accident was duo to carelessness.

Webb said to an Evening
World reporter this morning that, so far, his
Investigation ot tho collision bad developed
tho tact that Cummlngs had tor some reason
wilfully run by the stop somaphore signal that
the man In the switch-tow- er had had set
against lilm.

" cummlngs," said Mr. Webb, " knew that
the Albany express bad tho right of way, and
It was his duty to obey the rules In this re
spect.

"I have not yet seen Engineer Cummlngs.
I expect to receive his reason of the occur-
rence some time and If he does not
Justify his action and clear himself of the re-
sponsibility of the collision be shall be prop-
erly made an example of."

That the collision was unattended by the
loss of llto Is regarded us almost miraculous.

The point where cummlngs's train and the
Albany Express came together Is but a fow
yards from the place where the awful

occurred a fow years ago In which
Senator Webster Wagner and soveral other
passengers lost tbelr lives.

The " Dolly Varden" train of three cars and
engine left the Thirtieth street station last
night at &.B5 o'clock.

1 he trains nre switched at Bpuyten Duy-vl- l,

and continue around to the Grand
Central station, thus completing a loop.

When tho "Dolly Varden" hove In slxht
below tho Y at that place laBl evening the
danger slitnal was set. but It was noticed that
tho opced ot tho train wus not slackened.

It passed by tho danger signal and was
rapidly maKlnc headway arouud the curve,
when the Albany express and eight big
coaches came jioundlnc around tho curve
from the upper Hudson Itlvcr side.

The Albany express was scheduled to ar-r- le

In tbo Orand Central Depot at 7 o'clock,
and was making fast time. Engineer Con-
nors whittled signals to tho other train, but
before he could reverse his engine the trains
caino together.

connois's engine crashed Into Cummlngs's
and lifted It off tho track.

There was a smashing ot glass, Ironwork
and tlmberc and tho Impact oft he collision
shocked Hvorybody on both trains. There

as c ouslderiible excitement, but an examina-
tion Hhoned that nobody was hurt,

Cummlogs, who lud shut off his steam,
offered no excuse for passing the signals.

current hero this morning that Frank 0.
Almy, tho murderer ot Chrlstlo Warden, was
discovered In Mr. Wardon's barnt that
Almy tired fifteen shots at his pursuers and
killed Airo Turner, of Norwich, Vt.; that tho
barn had beon burned, but whether Almy
was shot or was In the ruins was not known.

The report that the Wardens' barn was
burned was erroneous.

Thosmoko from Almy's revolver gave tho
Impression that t he barn was on tiro. Charles
E. Stewart, a student at the State College,
located Almy In the hay by prodding with tho
long handle of a shovel.

Wbon ho punched tho hidden man a bullet
was tired up at blm through tho hay on which
he stood.

i no conccaieo man continued nring, at mo
same time digging himself out ot the hay, and
fired at least fifteen shots at the searchers,
driving them from the barn.

Turner was not killed, as reported, but only
slightly Injured.

A council of war Is now being held as to tbo
best mcana ot dislodging tho murderer, whoto
trial, It Is safo to nay, will not cost Oration
County a cent, as Almy will bo shot on sight.

Hanover Is again wild with excitement. It
Beems almost certain that Almy will soon bo
captured.

Notwithstanding llttlo has been said
publicly, vigilant search has been constantly
going on for Almy. Monday evening, Mrs.
Warden, while looklug tor some chickens In
the barn yard, discovered a small opening In
tho underpinning of tho barn which bhe
thought might lead to the chicken's hiding
place.

She removed a small board and found on
tbo Inside an empty Jelly tumbler, and
furthor In twclvo cans which had recently
contained salmon, oysters, peaches ana other
substantial eatables. There were also empty
wine and beer bottles.

Wednesday morning F. W. Davidson and N.
A. Frost made further Investigations under
tho barn, finding more bottles and a formid-
able bludgeon about the shape, but somewhat
longer, than a rollceman'a club.

The handle was nicely whittled and was
quite fresh. Knowing that the cellars of
several private families In the village bad
been robbed of such materials, thoy visited
these nconlo and found beyond all question
that the goods came from there, and further
as recently as August 10.

Last night Prof. a. 11. Whltcherand Sheriff
n. C. Brown watched tho premises.

About 2 o'clock this morning, whllo they
were biding In some corn In the garden, a
man whom they first supposed to bo Warden
cams towards them to some apple trees
w lthln ten feet of where they stood.

Mortgages for $200,000,

erty owned by the Steam Company.

The mortgages were all executed Sept-- 10,
188.1, and Include property located at 171
and 178 Washington street, 117 and 118

At the omco ot tho Equitable Life It was
stated this morning that, as tbo time of
the mortgages had expired, and the
Steam company had not signified any In-

tention ot paving them off, It had been de-

cided to begin foreclosure proceedings and
sell the property.

President Wallace C Andrews, of the Steam
Company, said to an Kvenino World re-

porter :

BATTERY PARK WAS PAWNED.

Lawyers Say the Part Board's Per-

mit to the "L" Is Worthless.

Corporation Counsel Clark's opinion that
the Park Board had authority to permit tho
Elevated Hallway to occupy part ot Battery
Park, and that the structure cannot be re-

moved except by that Board's revocation of
tho license granted In 187U, baa excited much
adverse criticism.

" Mr. Clark has actually written himself
out of court," said a n lawyer

" Ills whole opinion Is based on the
proposition that the particular Btrlp of tho
Park occupied by the railroad Is owned In fee
simple by tho city, and can bo sold or used for
any purpose.

"If that Is the fact the proper custodians
ot It are the Commissioners ot the Sinking
Fund, who control all the land owned In toe
by the city, as It and all revenues trom It ore
pledged In paymont of tho city debt.

" The permit of the Park Board could have
no effect unttlthe Commissioners of the Sink-
ing Fund approved It, for they are the proper
authorities to say whether or not a parcel of
the city's realty shall be used by a railroad or
any other corporation or person without com-
pensation.

" This would be the situation," the lawyer
continued, " If Mr. Clark's argument that the
city owned that Btrlp ot the Battery abso-
lutely without restriction as to Its use. That
1 deny.

" The Legislature ot 1700, which had a per-
fect right to do bo, declared that only public
buildings or works ot defense could be built
on tho Battery, and that the city was with-
out power to dispose thereof tor any other
use or purpose whatsoever, and without any
power of selling any part thereof.'

"Ibere legislative restrictions ss to the
use of the Battery havo never been removed,
and tho Park Board had no right to permit the
Elevated Hallrood Company to build lis
tracks there."

Another lawyer said he bell-ve- d that any
holder of New York City consolidated stock
has a right to bring suit to oust tho railroad
from tho Park, nn the grouud that Its occu-
pancy Impairs his security, the park land be-
ing pledged in payment ot his stock.
