OVER SIXTY DEAD.

Tho Ports b Martinique Swept by a

Cyclone.

Mora Than Twenty Vessels Driven

on tho Shoro.

The Full Extent or tho Calamity
Not Yet Known.

fBT ASSOCIATED rBESt.l
Paris, Aug. 20. Only tho most meagro de-

tails havo been received In this city from
Martinique.

The first Information was to tho effect that
overy vessel In tho harbor of Port do France,
on tho southwest sldo ot Martinique, had
been lost, and that the houses at Fort do
Franco and at Rt. Plorre had been damaged
by the hurricane, two lives being reported
lost,

Tho only additional Information received
here la that tho number ot vessels lost Is over
twenty, and that this number Includes tho
nicnfnltcur and Ned White.

The Dlcnfaltcur Is a French bark, Capt.
Calnlcr, 287 tons. Sho left Illo Janeiro on
Juno ID for Martinique.

The Ned White U an American brig, Capt,
Elwell, &25 tons, ttho left naanaonJuno
2H for St, Pierre.

Pahik, Aug. 20. Another despatch has been
received hero confirming tho report that all
the vessels at Martlnlquo wero lost eurlng
tho torrlblo hurricane thero.

To Judge from tho short and exceedingly
unsatisfactory despatches the hurricane
must bav o been ot terrific force, tor ot nil tho
shipping thero It Is reported that not a single

cssel was nblo to rldo out ths gale, and
every one of them was driven ashore.

It Is believed that a largo number of these
csscls aro so badly damaged or He in such

bad positions that they will bo surrendered
t) the underwriters.

1 ho calamity is tho most sovero which has
visited Martinique hlnco the ear 1817. Ills
said to equal tho famous cyclono which swept
over the Island ot Antigua, In 1871.
. So tar as can be learned thero havo been
nearly If not quite sixty deaths as a result of
tho hurricane's Msltatlon, but It will bo
soma time before tho full cxtont of the dis
aster Is known.

At Fort do Franco alono there havo been
twelve lives lost, and In both Fort de Franco
and Ht, Pierre, to say nothing ot the country
districts, thero have been largo numbers of
pcoplo Injured.

At St. l'lerro five persons are known to havo
been killed.

According to this latest despatch tho fol-

lowing French vesselB are among the wrecks :
Dark Alphonslno Zclle, Capt. Ilacheller, from
Cayenno (probably bound via Martlnlquo
for a French port) ; bark Emanuel Auger,
Capt. Cholet, from Havre Juno 2;
bark Souveraln, Captain Bourdaze,
from Calcutta, March 31, Ma Itcunlon ; bark
Nantes, Capt, Pasquos, from Palmbocuf, via
Ouadeloupo; bark Ilertha Collet, Capt.
Poumet, from Bordeaux j bark Anna, Capt.
Marlon, from Granville, March 17; schooner
rorseverantc, Capt. Zcgo, from Cadiz, April
11), and bark Saphlr (lato Josephine), from
Marseilles, May 23, also tho Handl.

It Is also known that tho Italian brig
Amlclza, Capt. Matarazzo, from Marseilles
May 25, Is among the vessels driven ashore.

The despatch makes no roforenco to loss of
llto among tho ships' crews, and thero Is
great anxiety.

Tho latest report at Bt, Plcrro from
shows that there aro ten victims In

that placo alone, In addition to a largo num-
ber of Injured.

At Francois thero havo been sixteen people
killed and large numbers Injured, and at
ltniero Plloto thero have been two or more
deaths, and so on from all parts ot tho Island
comes the tale ot woo and desolation.

La Trlnlto sends In tbe list ot Its dead at
ten, and numbers of moro or less bevcrcly In-

jured.
Tho damago dono to shipping and property

may safely bo classed as stupendous. About
two-fift- ot tho Island was under cultivation,
and the mountain slopes wero covered with
forests.

All tho cultivation and all the forests In tho
path ot the hurricane appear to have been
swept away.

Tho island ot Martinique Is ono ot tho
French West India Islands. It Is situated
thirty miles south by west of Dominica, and
Is twenty miles north of Bt, Lucia.

Tho Island Is of Irregular formation, high
and rocky, about forty-tlv-o miles long and ten
to fifteen miles wide. Its loftiest peak Is

Mount Pelee, 4,460 feet high.
Thero aro six extinct volcanoes on the

Island, and ono of the craters Is of large di-

mensions.
The Island has several good harbors, tho

best ot which Is St. Pierre.

Awful Scene at the Hanging ot Con-

way In Liverpool

Tho Body Held Only by tho Muscles

of tho Neck.

Spectators Horrified by tho Pouring
of IIU Blood.

LivkrfooIt, Aug. so. John Conway, tho

steamship fireman, who was convicted and
sentenced to death for tho murder of tho
boy Nicholas Martin, whoso body was found
May 10 last floating In a sailor's bag In liar-do- n

Dock, this city, waa hangod this
morning.

There was a sonsatlonal scone on tho scaf-
fold. As Berry, tho hangman, waa drawing
tho black cap over Conway's head tho latter
shouted:

14 Hold on. I want to say something."
To this request Hcrry replied; "You can't

speak now," and was about to proceed with
tho execution whon tho prlest,who was In

upon tho criminal upon tbe scaf-
fold, hastily Interposed, pushed the hangman
one side, and held Conway's hand whllo tho
condemned man, In broken tonos, asked for-

giveness for his sins.
Only whon tho unfortunate wretch had

donospoaklng and whon tho priest had re-

plied to his plua for forgiveness did tho latter
permit tho hangman to proceed.

This Incident caused tntenso excitement
among thoso present at tho hanging, but It
was as nothing compared to tho horrible
Bccno which was to follow.

In duo courso of time tho drop fell, and
Conway disappeared from view. Almost Im-

mediately afterwards tho priest began to read
tho confession of tho banging man.

In this confession Conway said that ho was
intoxicated when ho murdered tho boy, and
that his reason for taking tho boy's Ufa wns
that ho bad a morbid curiosity to obscrvo tho
process ot dying.

Whllo the priest was reading Conway's con-

fession a streaming sound was hoard from tho
scaffold, as If a quantity of water waa fall-
ing.

A hurried Investigation was mado by tho
hangman and by tho prison officials, and to
their horror thoy found that tho sound was
caused by blood which was pouring upon tho
prison floor from Conway's neck.

Tho fall, It appears, had been so sovero that
tho criminal's head had been practically torn
from his body, In tact, tho head was only held
to tho boay by the muscles ot tho neck.

Berry, of course, came In for considerable
abuse, the terrible bungling being placed to
his account alono.

People believe that this horrtblo hanging
will bo freely used as an argument in favor
ot tho abolition ot hanging as a means of
execution and the substitution ot eloctrlclty
for tho rope.

Early during tho morning ot May 10 some
dockyard laborers Baw a black painted sailor's
bag floating In Hardon Dock.

They pulled it out of tho water and saw
that it waa marked "T. A. M. Glrvan," and
that It was decorated with tho British and
Norwegian ensigns crossed.

Upon opening tho bag tho workman were
horrllled to rind that It contained the body ot
a boy about fifteen years of age, whoso throat
had been cut from ear to ear, and whoso legs
were missing from below tho knees.

In the bag were also found a now knlfo and
a saw, which had evidently been used in com-
mitting tho crime.

Subsequently Conway, a fireman on board a
steamship and a leading membtr of the Sea-
men's ana Firemen's Union, wns arrested and
charged with murdering the boy.

The body had In the meanwhile been Iden-
tified as that of Nicholas Martin, and Investi-
gation showed that Conway resided near tho
placo where the dead boy lived.

A room on the top door of the building
where tho Unlon'B branch offices are situated,
an apanment much frequented by Conway
and wherotho boy had also been seen, was
found to bo spattered with blood, although
an attempt had beon made to clean It by
washing away recently made bloodstains.

But Ho Was Captured Only After

a Desperate Battle.

AH Day He Lay Surrounded In

Christie Warden's Fatber's Barn,

Replied With Revolvers to Fusil-

lades from Winchester Rifles.

An Armed Guard Now Holding
llaolt tho Excited Populaoe.

IUnover, N. II., Aug. 20 A report was

current hero this morning that Frank o.
Almy, tbe murderer ot Christie Warden, waa
discovered In Mr. Warden's barn; that
Almy fired fifteen shots at his pursuers and
killed Azro Turner, of Norwich, Vt--; that tho
barn had been burned, but whothor Almy
was Bhot or was In the ruins was not known.

The report that tho Wardens' barn waa
burned wns erroneous.

Tbesmoko from Almy's revolver gavotho
Impression that the barn was on tiro. Charles
K. Stewart, a student at tbo Btato College,
located Almy In tho hay by prodding with tho
long handle of a shovel.

When ho punched tho hidden man a bullet
wns tired up at him through the hay on which
ho stood.

Tho concealed man continued firing, at tho
same tlmo digging himself out ot tho hay, and
fired at least fifteen shots at tho Bcarchcrs,
driving them from tho barn.

Turner was not killed, as reported, but only
slightly Injured.

A council of war was then hold as to tho
best means ot dislodging the murderer.

Notwithstanding little has boon said
publicly, vigilant search has boon constantly
going on for Almy. Monday evening, Mrs.
Warden, while looking for Bomo chickens In
tho barn ord, discovered a small opening in
tho underpinning ot tho barn which she
thought might lead to tho chicken's hiding
place.

Sho removed n small board and found on
the Inside an empty Jolly tumbler, and
further In twclvo cans which had recently
contalnod salmon, oysters, peaches ana other
substantial eatablos. Thero wore also empty
wlno and beer bottles.

Wednesday morning F. W. Davidson and N.
A. Frost mado further investigations under
tho barn, finding moro bodes and a formid-
able bludgeon about tho shape, but somewhat
longer, than a rollccman's club.

The handlo was nicely whittled and waa
quite fresh. Knowing that the cellars of
several prlvato families In tho village had
beon robbed of nuch materials, they visited
these people and found beyond all question
that tho goods camo from there, and further
as recently as August 10.

Last night Prof. O. H. Whttcher and Sheriff.
U. c. Brown watched tho premises.

About a o'clock this morning, while they
were hiding in soma corn In the garden, a
man whom they first supposed to bo Warden
came towards them to some apple trees
within ten feet of where they Btood.

Prof. Whttcher says: "I thought it was
Warden, but as be came nearer I thought I
recognized Almy's walk.

" Ho was barefooted, his pants wero torn,
and ha looked pale and thin. He bad a bag
with him and filled it whllo he ato raven-
ously.

"After a little whllo he leisurely and un-
suspectingly walked back to the barn and
passed around the eastern sldo.

" That was the last we saw of him."
They returned to tho village, aroused about

forty men, who proceeded to surround tho
building. Sheriff Stevens and solicitor
Mitchell were on tho ground and tho search
ot the barn began.

Hundreds of men arrived with old army
guns, horso pistols, revolvers, pitchforks,
shovel bandies, itc

At Ii fi5 a. m. tho Sheriff said: "Oentlemon,
we call for volunteers.

All who have tbe Band come ahead and we
will search the barn.

" Now don't all rush up or you will hinder
us moro than help and Almy will escape I

Isn't there more than ten or twelve in this
crowd of a thousand that will volunteer 10
help drive this murderer out and capture
him?"

The following volunteered and had red
stripes of flannel put on their arms i

As fio party wont Into tho barn Almy's
voice was heard. He asked that John Fuller
be sent to htm, as ho wished to talk with him.

Fuller and Brldgman went Into
tho loft, and after somo conversation with
Almy, sheriff Brldgman returned, mounted a
ladder leaning against tha house and said to
the crowd :

''Fellow-cltlzcn- s, Almy has' been found.
Now I call upon you In the name ot law and

order to restrain your anger and lot theEoodtake Us courso with this foul murderer.
" I say this at the request ot fho county off-

icials, men whom we chose by our votes to act
for us. We all have confidence in them. Wo
have as good courta as there aro on the face
of the earth."

Then turning to the County Solicitor, he
said i " Solicitor Mitchell, I think I can assure
you that these 1,500 people, most of whom I
know personally, will consent to let tbe law
take Its course."

Theso remarks were greeted with cries ot
" Yes, yes ; let tho law take Its course."

Mr. Brldgman further said : " Almy is at
this moment concealed under twenty feet of
hay. He says i It you don't give me protec-
tion I will sell my life dearly as possibly and
then kill myself, but If you will guarantee me
protection through John M. Fuller I will give
up my arms and come out.' "

Tho spirit of tho people was
put to a severe test, but the feeling soon be-
came strong that Almy should die decently,
after a verdict of guilty shall be brought In
from a regularly constituted Jury.

Dr. Brldgman, still perched on tbe ladder,
said : " Your assurance that Almy shall be
dealt with according to law is satisfactory.
I promise that you snail all have have an op-

portunity to seo him. Form in lines each
sldo of the road and ho shall pats along be-

tween the lines."
Almy, however, then refused to come out of

the barn as he promised to If guaranteed pro-

tection. He sent for solicitor Mitchell, who
went up In tho barn on the hay where Almy
was silling. Mr. Mitchell reported as fol-

lows-
' I went up Into the barn In accordance

with tbo request of Almy. He sat on tho hay
and said his leg was broken.

lie had a largo revolt er In each hand, and
nourished them, pointing them someitmes at
me and sometimes at his own head. Ha asked
me If I would guarantee him a fair trial.

" I assured him that I would most certainly
do so. He wanlod to know how much of his
past history I had found out.

" I told him we would not discuss that
now.- Pointing the revolver at Ms own head he

asked mo It I thought ho had bettor Bhoot
hlmsolt. Tho result uf thn conference was
that ho refused to como out."

Mr. A. A, Smith, a medical student, has had
nconferenco with Almy. llo siijh Almy told
him he did not mean to kill Chrlstlo. Ho Rnj s
he fired tho first Bhot accidentally, which
threw him Into a frenzy : then ho shot her
again, ir Mrs. Warden, ho said, bad Invited
him to tho houso he 3houldhao gone right
along and thero would havo beon no trouble.
Ho then said to smith, as ho pointed his pistol
at him :

" You got right down now. I w ill seo you
later."

John H. Fuller, whom Almy called up for
the conference, says: "Almy xald ho had
been hero over since June 14, and that he had
been to the (Irovo as often as twlco a week.
He expressed the deepest lovo for Christie.
Ho gave me a roll ot papers and a ring. I
have not examined the papers yet,

"Almy Bald whon thoy found tho omnty
frulfcans Monday he took it into his head to
leave, and went In tho night down beyond
Hartford village a llttlo way, but ho felt as if
ha could not leave tbe place, and camo back
again.

" While I was talking with him I could at
times almost persuade blm to surrender, then
he would ask some question about the War-
den family, after which he would sny that ho
would not give himself up. Ho was smooth-shave-

except a heavy mustache, and ho
looked pale and thin."

At 1 o'clock the decision was reached by
the Cltliens' Commlttro to catch Almy un-
awares and snoot him and thus put an end to
what was beoomlog a grim farce. When this
conclusion was made known it was greeted
with yells of delight by tbe people, who,
though strongly inclined to let tbo law tako
Its course, had lost patience with this parley-
ing with the assassin.

Tho ofllcers attacked tho barn with Win-
chester rifles and Almy retaliated with shot
after shot from his revolvers.

At 1.16 r. h. Almy was ovorpowered and
taken to the Wbeelnck House, w hero ho w as
confined upstairs. Half a dozen officers wltn
drawn revolvers stood at tho foot of tho stairs
holding back tho excited crowd.

As Miss Chrlstlo Warden, accompanied by
her mother, her sister Fannlo and Uiulse
Uoodell, was returning on foot to her home,
one mile from Hanover, N. II., at a lato hour
tho night ot July 17 last, Frank Almy, aged
thirty, Jumped Into tho road In front ot them,
and Helzlng Christie by tho arm, Bald :

" I want you."
The girl's sister and mother attempted to

defendlier. Almy tired at them, but tho shot
did not Btrlko them. Thoy ran tor assistance.

Then Almy dragged Ills victim Into tho
bushes from the road and shot her twlco
through tho bead, ono shot tearing out tho
left e) e.

When help arrived tho girl was dead. Her
body had been stripped ofnearly every article
of clothing.

Miss Warden was a beautiful young woman
about twenty-Qv- e years old. Nho was a
graduate ot tho State Normal School. Almy
was a former employee of her father and hit
attentions to Miss Warden hud been repulsed.

Chrlstlo was tho daughter of Andrew
Warden, a wealthy farmer near Hanover.
