DELAY IN TAK ASSESSMENTS.

Work of Extending Taxes Will
Hinder tbe Commissioners.

Tho Deputy Commissioners of Taxes and
Assessments will begin bept. 1 their annual
round for the purpose ot assessing tbe value
of the city real estate for next year's rolls.

The law requires that this work shall bo
begun on that date, and continued until It Is
completed ; but this year It Is liable to be In-

terfered with because of tho action of Presi-
dent Arnold, ot the Hoard ot Aldermen, In
directing tho Tax Commissioners to extend
the taxes oa tho rolls for the present year.

The consolidation act piovldes that this
work shall be done under the direction of the
President of tho hoard of Aldermen, who has
the power to employ tho necessary clerks to
do the work; but since the days of the Com-
mittee of Scvent It has been done lu the
Tax Department for economy's sake.

'the picscnt Tax Commissioners claim that
the extension should bo made by tne Utfard
ot Aldermen, as It Is a check on and proof of
the correctness or Incorrectness of the figures
of the Tax Department. They alboclalin that
tho additional work thrown on their shoulders
by President Arnold's order hinders and de-
lays them In tbe performance of tho duties
required ot them by statute.
