Milk was bought and tho mother Instructed
how to prcparo It, and bread and butter,
bacon and eggs, vegetables and groccrlos
weio provided for the tarnishing strangers.

At tho bottom ot tho report was this
Item oer the signature ot the attending
phybtclan :

"l doubt very much whether I will be oble
to save this baby."

That U one of the saddest features ot this
kind or work, so many, many times tho help
comes too late.

Her children aro nlco and neat; she Is as

This Is tho
keynote or the play entitled "Dorothy's
Dilemma," produced lost night at tho rark
Theatre and fathered In a very Impertinent
wny by Leopold Jordan, who credits Yon
Moscr with the idea via parentheses.

The play Is a peculiar one, tor It is not
legltlmato farce. A farce Is an Improbable
vlow or a possible cflBe, Tbo plot must be en-

tirely within reason, but the characters may
bo so whimsically situated that they cause
mirth. "Dorothy's Dilemma" Is an Improb-
able view ol an Impossible case, and, there-
fore, I say that It Is 'a degree lower In tho
Bcalo than farce, without descending to the
dismal abyss or tho recking depths of y.

Von Moser, who Becms to havo been
designed to furnish American pirates with
"Ideas," has been very Ingenious. Leopold
Jordan In dressing up Von Moser's Ideas has
been less felicitous, ills work Is often heavy
and draggy. Ue has put ponderous furs
around a gauze-clo-d sylph. He has tried to
paint upon rose leaven with oils.

Miss Helen Barry's version ot the play called
A Night's Frolic," and fathered by Augustus

Thomas (poor Von Moser, he ts such a nonen-
tity where his own plays are concerned), was
at times brighter and more effervescent. Tho
story of both dealt with tho adventures ot a
young woman, who disguises horself as a man
to disgust an old autocrat with his prospec-
tive Sho herself loves this

and the autocrat's daugh-
ter has given her heart clsowhere, so that the
proceeding seems Justifiable. The complica-
tions are, ot course, numerous. The disguised
glrinnds herself shut up for the night with
tho object ot her love, who, ot course, doesn't
recognize her. The affair becomes critical.
He ts about to dlsrobo, when sho utters the
plaintive cry quoted above, "lama glrL I
am a real girl."

There aro many quaint situations, and to
all ot them Miss Coghlan herself docs full
Justice. In tact, nothing but pralso can be
git en to tho charming Hose. Tho part fits
her llko a glove, and sho makes a vehement
Buccess where Miss Harry fell with the good
old sickening thud. In her regi-
mentals Miss Coghlan was a graceful pic-

ture. Tho peoplo wero nil good Individually.
Thoy did not work well together. They wero
slow and awkw nrd lu the ensemblo. John T.
Sullivan made n capital Lieutenant and
Thomas Whlffen n most artistic M. P. Young
Mr. I'elper will henceforth be In demand for
Juvenllo roles, for ho did well, nnd Miss Helen
ltussell well, Mic was Miss Helen Hussell.
Miss Leila Wolstnn was a stick and Miss
Adele I'alma unnecessarily indistinct.

One word on tho subject of Miss Helen
Barry's claims to Von Moser's play. I hate to
touch tho question, for it is humiliating. I
have In my desk a long typewritten letter
blgned by Miss Barry, and talking about law
nnd legal matters and Miss Coghlan, and all
tho rest of IL Von Moser's play was puollshed
In Germany. By a most lamentable condition
ot affairs It Is free to all. Anybody can adapt
It. Miss Barry secured tho services of Augus-
tus Thomas, who did tho work. Miss Coghlan
was aided by Leopold Jordan. Why, In tho
name or all that Is right and talr, do theso
actresses tall to place Von Moser's name In
big type at tho head ot their programmes,
and tho names ot the puny adapters In con-

cealed parentheses anywhere? It Is a shame
a downright shame.

No Other Dootblaoks Allowed to
Seek Trade In Union Square.

A gentleman visited Madison Square one
hot mornlog recently to read his newspapers
beneath the trees.

While there a stalwart man, equipped for
bootbl&cklng, appeared, and tho gentleman
submitted to his ministrations.

Pending tho process a diminutive boy boot-
black approached, with his box upon his
shoulder. Possibly he was looking for a job,
possibly only Btrolllng across tho square.

Boeing him, the stalwart man arose In anger
and drovo him out of the square, warning him
not to lot a "copper" catch him there again.

Under tho impression that Madison Square
was a publlo park, equally open to all the
people, tna gentleman made curious Inquiry
as to why It would be dangerous lor the dimin-
utive boy to bo caught witmn the precinct
by a policeman.

"They dont allow no bootblacks here but
me," answered the big one. " Same way la
Union Square. One man has the job. It's
different at the Battery. There's a swarm of
'em there and tho business is ail cut up."

"Then you and the man In Union Square
pay a license to the city, I suppose ?" queried
the gentleman.

" No, we don't pay license"
"Then who gives you your monopoly?"
" It's tho Sergeant's orders."
" What Sorgeant's ?"
" Tho police sergeant's."
" How do you manage to get the Job? What

do you do ror tho privilege?"
"Wo havo to keep tho coppers' boots

blacked without pay ; that's alL"
"And no other bootblack Is allowed to

black shoes on tho Square?"
" No Blrreo. They ain't allowed even to

come Into It."
Exit Bootblack Monopolist, and the gentle-

man resumed his reading, wondering by just
what authority a sergeant ol park police cre-

ates a monopoly ol this kind, and, still more,
by what authority ho excludes any resident
ot tho city, big or little, from a cltv park.

An Evenino Wokid reporter called at tho
onico of the 1'nrk Department and related the
above facts to Secretary Burns, who said:

" No policeman has the right to grant ex-
clusive privileges in tho public parks to boot-
blacks, or any body else. If tho matter la
brought to the attention of tho Commission-
ers It will be made thu Miblect of Inquiry."

'lho Commissioners will learn something If
thoy call on l'urk pollcemsn Owen Delaney.
who In stationed In I nlou Square.

Mr. Delaney pruaced his statement by say-
ing that he blacked his shoes In the privacy
of his own apartments. He never required
the bcrv Ices ot a bootblack. Ho remembered,
however, that one Vlnccnzo Succhl had the
cxcluslv c iirn llego of blacking shoes in Union
Square oh, for ev er so long.

He couldn't remember that. Succhl held
supreme sway as slilner of that domain-Un- ion

Square long before ho was on tho
force.

Mr. Delaney was made a sparrow-chas- er In
1SHU.

Ho didn't know who VIncenzo's protector
was, but Vlncenzo ev ldontly had a " pull "
somewhere, lor after accumulating a snug
little sum from his monopoly be was ap-
pointed to a fat place In Central rark, which
he now holds.

Mr. Delaney promises that hereafter, as
long as he Rwlngs a club, the field In Union
Bquaro shall bo free ror all bootblacks. He
never Interfered with Vlncenzo because no-
body else did, which Is only another Illustra-
tion ot how bad precedents may be estab-
lished, regulations and discipline to the con-
trary notwithstanding.

At Madison Square, Policemen 200 and 208,
who wero on duty there, appeared not to un-
derstand what was meant by exclusive priv-
ileges. Perhaps that would be too much to
expect from Nog. uoo and 1208.

They didn't allow bootblacks In the park at
all. Hut they were new mon rrom tho wilds
or l'clham and Van Cortlandt parks, whero

policemen never havo their boots d,

who were Just doing duty on that post
during the absence or tho regular men on
their vacations.
