"'1 he tire In this case was very rapid In Us
outbreak und progress. It almost followed
on the heels of the explosion. It was not
more than a minute, ns well as I can fix tho
time, from theoxploslou until tho front walls
fell.

"So far as I can Judge and from what I can
learn, probably thirty or forty people have
lost thrlr lives."
