Reported Unsals,

fFormer Tenants Who Were Driven
Out by Their Fears of Im-
pending Disaster.

Acting Distriot-Attorney Beadford
and Coroner Hanly Investigat-
ing the Collapse.

Tnirteen bodies, the Inst remaining of the
wettma Of the Park place disaster, latt the
Morguo at 10 o'olock this morning for their
final burial place in Evergrean Comstery.

Four Of thess Bad boen tdentified with more
of lews certalnty, but they were buried with
the other nine nameless doad becaiise their
frionds Are LOO POOT L0 pay for private funerals
for thim.

They are the man Sochmalback, sixty yoam
ofd, who boarded with F. W. Scharna, at 422
Pallsade avenue, Jorsey City, but haa no
triends or relatives ; Jullus Petersen, a reoent
sudgrant rom Denmark, who worked in the
reetaurant of Nis relative Androw Potersen ;
Thomas Willlames, thirty-six  years old, of
143 Variek street, a lithograpber, who was
[dentined Inst night by his wire, Harriet, and
I, 1t Marks, who was identified this morning
Wy his brother, Charles Marks, of 508 Latay-
dite avenuo, Brooklyn.

Ihn Iattor was described as the unknown
nifin tn Box 10, and had not previously been
reportad an inlssing.  As the brother hed
made no arrangements to rmaove the body,
And 1L BAO tO leave the Morgue thiy mornlng,
it was tiken slong with the others,

1M PLAIN FINE COFFINH,

At Ba'elock this morning all the bodies had
teen padled up in platn pine boxes, sach of
which Lod Dbeet covered with plain black
dlotl, On the B of each was o plaln, square
tin plate upon which was stimped the dis-
tinguisliing number given by the Keeper of
tho Morgue and the Coroner and the smple
luseripiion, * Med Aug. 22, 1801."

In the cose of the four identiled bodles the
nnme was ndded.  The thirteen ooffins were
ranged in order and stood just outslde tho
entrance of the Morgus walting for the under-
iaker 1o eome tor them,

A smadl group of Mght=seors; who had comao
1 the pinee out of curlosity (o withess Lthe
fAnal departure of the bodies, stood®about the
yard and eyed the boxes with morbid ine
terost,

X0 MOUNNEHS AT THE FUNERAL.

There wore none of the relstives of the vie
Ums present, and none started with (he
tuncral train for the cemotery. It was ox-
pected that the family of Thomas Willtams,
who lett n wite and two small ehildren, would
e there, and 'two carriages were provided
tor tie accommodation of these and others
Whi might wish to attend the final burial
The earrlages, howevor, only took a few pe
Porters 10 the ormoetery.

LONG THOUGHT TO BE UNSAFE

Foear Drove Former Tenants Awny
from the Taylor Bullding,

Evidence that the coliapsed Tayior Bufid-
Ing in Park place bad long bDoen regarded as
unsafe s sccumulating.

It hias now been sacertalned beyond ques-
uon that several of the origual tenants
moved out of the bullding beeatss they oon-
sidered 1t to be in & dangerons condition, and
It 16 mi%o a8 positively known that one of
{hose tennnts warned the owner of the bufid-
ing that the structure was lable to collnpss
&L any moment.

Butro & Newmark, totmeconists, moved into
the bullding In June, 1878, mprtng four ot
the Ave oors In Nos. OB, 70, 72, 74 and 76.
In June, 1482, the fNrm moved to 1200 Becond
avenus, where it is now doing business under
the nams of B Newmark & Co.

COMPLAINED TO THR OWNEN

Butro & Newtnark, while in the Tayior Hiild-
ing, were constantly recelving and shipping
Iarge tuvolees of tobaceo, The puokages wore
Ktored on the upper fioors until the firm be-
CAme aware that the fiors wern settling,
when they notined Dunham J. Craln, the tlen
uwnor, of that tast.

Mr. Craln, 1t Is alleged, took oo uotiee of the
eomplainte  One of the frm's toreman, John
Meyer, soon after this notified the firm that
one of the upper foors, on which he had been
Stacking cases of tobacso, was trembling so
frightrully under the welght that he hnd ore
dered the work to be @lasonuuned.  This
state of afales continusd, and the At bes
came ilnrmed and woved away,

The P, Shoyer Company occupied the base.
ment under Bulro & Newmark from 1835 to
1RTH, whien It removed o [t pressnt quarters
In Barclay street because the old quarters
were oonsidered Lo be unsate.

THE DUILDING SIIODK FEARVULLY.

Mr, I, Sheyer, of this Orm, also claims to
have notiflod the owner or tho ugent that the
bullding was Hable to tumble down. Tn speak-
Ing of the disastir yesterday he sald ;

“The bullding shook #o that T was fearful
of some such ealarmity as that of last Satur-
dny. It was from this fénr that 1 Aoally
imoved out of the bullding. When Sutro &
Newmark would bave thelr onses of tobaoeo
holsted the whole hollding Alook 80 that those
who wére iy ofiee would fear that the
bulidiog would collaps: then.”

When the bullding was bullt 1t was ex.
pected that n bank-note company would oc-
cupy It. After an examination of the prem-
tsos, 16 B now olntmed, the bank-note coneern
decided that the floors were not  strong
enouith Lo sustaln the welght of its presses.

DEAINNED FOR AN OFFICR BUILDING.

The opinion of & reprosonkativk of the firm
of nrehitects who desigoed the buflding that
the catnstrophe was dus to collapse can
Liardly fall of effeot upon the finding of the
Coronor's jury. 1, & J, Jardine destgoed the
strunotires, wnd, speaking for them, J. H. Yan
Norden says:

“ My honuest convieiion s that the bullding
was termbly overlogded, and for thnt resson
colinpsed. It was put up ror a light oftlice
Bullding, and 1L wans not contemplated that it
wonild e used a8 s machine shopor s prnting
or thograpuing establishment.”

The welght of beavy preasss was not all
that resied upon the foors al the Ume of
the disaster. Aceording to scme of the em-
ployees of Liebler & Manss thers were tons of
Hthographing stones plled up In the centre of
one 0f Lthe upper Noors, just Ltha place to bring
the grontest steatn upon e supporting tim-
burs.

WALTER LEE SAW THE COLLAPRE

Walter Lee, who in employed (n the butld-
ing No. 01 Park place, directly oppostte the
Taylor bullding. t6la the aoting District-At-
Lorney that he wan standing st & window In
his office, when he saw the windows and
wall of the second foor of the Taylor butlding
burst ont.

There was a rush of dust, bat no smoke Hor
Any sonund llke an sxplosion.

Immediately afterwards the entire wall col-
Iapsed and the bultding went down with &
roar. o naw no smoks until after the bulld«
ing was in riina.  He was positive there waa
no sxplosion.

F. K. Chapin, a Tribune roporier, stated
that he was going up to the Park place Ele-
vated Haljroad station, and was about hait
way np the stalrs wiitn he heard a rumbling
sound such as s produced by subway explos
slons

fie turned and saw the walls of the Tayior
BullMing falling, When ho got to within fr-
teen or twenty feet of the bullding he saw
ihat the entire front was down and AW pec-
ple running from the scens,

THE WEIGHT ON THE FLOORA.

Theodore A Lwbler, of Livhier & Mans,
Nihographars, nald they oceupled the fourth
#nd ANL foors of the Taylor Bullding ana
had recently lemsed other portions of the
bullding,

On the fourth Noor they had two litho-
graphic pressss, esch welghing about five
tons.  They had also from T00 to 1,000 01 ho-
graphic stones In racks Along the back and
partition walls

The stones weighed from 8 to 150 pounis.
Ne comld not 1ell exnctly how much paper
they had on the foor, probably more than
10,000 pounds,

On Baturday morning they received 4.800
pounds of paper. It was evenly distributed,

The presses wers In No. 08, and about six
feot apart.  The paper occupied most of the
wpace on that Aoor.

On the ARk oo thiey had Six prosses, Lwo
welghing about five tons each and tne other
fonr fram thres to four tons eact. e had
never noticed any cracks in the walls

HE NEYER BAW A BWUILDING INFPECTOR.
