Gordon's Neok Was Broken by a
Fall of Four Stories.

Joseph Gordon fell four Btorles to the ground
and broke his neck, and the tact that ho Is yet
alive makos his case a remarkable one.

Gordon Is a carpenter, and he was employed
on a bullUlng at 7 ltutgers place. He was
working on the fourth story when he fell, sus-
taining, besides the fracture of the neck, se-

vere Internal Injuries and a fracture of both
forearms.

When tho doctors at Gouvcrneur Hospital,
where ho was taken, announced that his neck
was fractured tho news was carried to his
wife, who, sharing the popular belief that a
broken neck means sure death, mourned her
husband as lost.

At the hospital she was told, however, that
Gordon was not only alive, but conscious. A
superficial examination showed that the

consisted of a fracture between the third
and fourth vertebra?.

This morning House Surgeon Donohue and
his staff will perform an operation, which. If
successful, may save Gordon's life. The oper-
ation Is something like trepanning, and Is
called exploring the spine.

That part of the body below the fracture Is
completely paralyred In fact, It may be said
that below the third vertebral Joseph Gordon
is dead. He has no feeling whatover there. A

stuck Into the nesh would not be felt by
ilm, whereas ho complains of great palu In

tho arms and shoulders.
Dr. Donahue said that there were not many

cases on record where persons lived with a
broken neck. Gordon's was an exception to
the rule. The victims usually die.

"Gordon is resting easy this morning. He
may recover, and may not live two weeks,"
said Dr. Donahue to an Evening World re-
porter.

Gordon Is twenty-si- x years old. His wife
and two children live at 8 Suffolk street. Ho
was employed by his brother-in-la- who Is
a contractor.

MURDERED BY RAGPICKERS.

Young Fanner Davern's Body

Found on the Roadside.

Hed Bani, N. J., Aug. 29. Thomas Davern,

a young farmer living at Headdens Corner, a
small bamlot three miles north of this place,
lies murdered and the men who killed him
are fugitives.

The murderer was one of a band of Italian
ragpickers who Uve In shanties at a secluded
spot on Brldgo avenue near the river.

Davem came to Itedbank last night to sell a
wagon load of his farm produce, being accom-
panied by a trlend, John Simpson.

On the way home the men stopped In front
of the Italian colony and Davern got out to
make an Inquiry.

Some of tho pickers were having wrestling
matches among themselves, and Davern, who
was a muscular young man, offered to wrestle
with any one of them.

The Italians, according to Simpson's story,
closed in on hlm.and tbon Davern was seen to
run away, pursued by tbo whole band of rag-

pickers.
Ho ran up the avenue, turning the corner

of Prospect street. Simpson says that after
Davern turned the corner the Italians came
running towards him, one of them got the
horso by the head, and another attempted to
get Into tho wagon. Simpson, however,
whipped up lils horso and got away from them

Davern's dead body was discovered about
11 o'clock on Itlversiao avenue about one
hundred yard? from tho Italian colony. The
body reclined against a tree, with the feet to-

wards the Bldewalk.
A gash two Inches wide and threo Inches

deep was discovered In the leg, an artery hav-
ing been severed.

Blood stains were traced from the spot to
tho corner of Prospect street and Brldgo
avenue.

Chief of Police James Walsh was not In-

formed of tho murder until this morning, and
ho and his assistants are working hard to

the arrest of tho murderer.
It is said that tho male members of the

Ittllan colony left town early this morning,
some by boat and others by train. The New
York police have been notified.

An Italian, giving his name as Michael
Drut, was arrested In Jersey City this morn-

ing by Pennsylvania Kallroad Detective Mor-

ris on tho arrival of the Long Branch train,
on suspicion of being the person wanted tor
the murder at Ked Bank.

The arresfwas made on authority of a tele-
gram received from tho Chief of Police of Hed
Bank giving a description of the man wanted,
which the man arrested fully answers.

Drut was committed to await Identifica-

tion by tho Hed Bank authorities.
The prisoner was accompanied by his wife

and daughter, a girl of about ten years.
There was blood on bis bands and In his
pocket was a huge clasp-kni- fe with a bloody
blade.

He would mako no statement. Ho Is stal-

wart, with black balr and eyes, and Is de-

cently dressed In black. "His wifo and child
followed him to Police neadquarters crying
and wringing their hands.

THE FLOORS SAGGED.

Annie Malta Had Expected the

Taylor Building to Collapse.

She Worked Id It Once for Roscnfeld

and Was a Witness

Tho District-Attorney- 's Investiga-

tion of tho Disaster Resumed.

Many Expert Witnesses Will Testify
it the Inquett Tiievluy.

More witnesses were examined to-d- by
Acting District Attorney Bedford In his pre-
liminary Inquiry Into tho facts and circum-
stances of the Park place disaster.

The examination was resumed at 10.30 a.'
it. In the District-Attorne- prlvato office.

Bedford has tho names of soino
threo or four score of experts on nls list, and
proposes. If he can, to get at tho bottom of
the matter beforo the Coroner's Investigation
begins next week.

Assistant District-Attorn- ey Townsond con-

ducted the examination and the first
witness to testify was Annie Malts, who was
employed three months ago In the Park place
death-tra- She Uvea at 141 Dclancoy street.

She worked for Louis Itosonfeld, who occu-ple- d

the ground floor of 70 Park place, and
her work was to label tho bottles and boxes
of gold paint which her employer manufac-
tured.

ANNIE SATS THE FLOORS SiGIJRD.

"I often used to notice that when there
were barrels moved In the back of tho store,
the floor would bend down as though It would
give way.

"iBpoke about It to the foreman several
times and told him that some Ono day wo

wouldhavethe building tumbling down about
our heads.

" The foreman was Neuman Ooldschmldt,
who was kllkd. Ho would only laugh at mo
and say that the building was solid, and that
houses did not fall as easily as that."

Sho said sho had never noticed the shaking
of the building said to be caused by the opcro- -
tton of the printing presses, and denied that
she had ever talked about tho trembling and
shaking of tho building with other employees
of the firm.

She left llosenfeld's place on account of
sickness, and not because she thought the
building unsafe.

Tbo next witness was Mrs. Amelia
of :i38 East Ninth street, whose hus-

band, Theodoro Hemmerlch, a pressman
by Liebler & Maass, tno lithographers

on the fourth floor, was killed In the collapse.
IIKIIMKRICII PREDICTED TI1E DISASTER.

"Only two days beforo the accident, while
wo were at supper," said Mrs. Hemmerlch
between her sobs, " Teddy said to me :

"'Amelia, If It were not for you and the
baby I would not work In that building an-

other day.'
1 asked him why, and be said It was not

fit tq work In. It shook so that every day he
was afraid It would tumble down at any
time.

" I told him that he ought to look for an-

other place, but ho said he would wait until
Fall, when business would bo livelier."

BCILDER HOOENEAMP EXAMINED.

John W. Hogenkamp, the builder of tbo
Taylor Building, said that he had repaired a
girder on the third door about threo months
ago at the roquest of Air. Craln, tho owner, by
putting on Iron bands.

He had never been In the building while the
presses were In operation, but ho thought the
building was a very strong one and capablo of
Btandlng under anv w clelu.

" What do you think caused tho fall of tho
building?" asked Mr. Tnwnsend.

This had happened BDVeial
times, he said, tho last time about a ytar
ago.

Mr. Petersen sild bo hnd a er boiler
In th" back of the bascmont, which ho used
as a kitchen. It could not have exploded be-
cause there was no pressure.

THERE WAR NO EXPLOSION.

It was only for neatlng water. Besides, nil
his men who worked In the kitchen got out
safely and snld thero was no explosion.
