ceived by Minister Lazcnnn this morning.
Tho Minister denied himself to newspaper
reporters, but sent out word to tho abovo
erfect by his servant.

given up to most riotous proceedings; that
cutthroats, robbers and Incendiaries broke
through all restraint and that thero was a
posltlvo reign of terror.

It is stated that the residences of Ilalmaceda,
of his mother, of hla of tho Inte-
rior and of tho dead Gen. Barbosa, together
with Government newspaper ofUcesandtho
houses of several prominent officials, wore
burned by nn angry mob which started out in
search ot Balmoccda himself.
