The commitieemen belleve that they have
only got st the surimce frauds as yet, and
that & more careful and thorough examing-
tlon of many of the new bulldings will result
the disclosure of others still more serious
which Bave been perpotrated upon the city
by the contractors.

The RAret thiog which will be done by the
Committes—ana its’ members say to-day that
they are going to lose no time—is to appolot
& commitiee Of six bullding experts Lo ex-
amine and report on all school bulldings con-
structed during the last six years.

The committes Will consist of a practical
man representing each department of the
bullding trades, & practioal plumber, & stenin-
fitter, m corpenter, s mason, & paluter anda
bricklayer,

There wern forty-one bulldings erected for
the Bosrd of Education durlog the period of
ex-8upt, Debevolse's incumbency, and each
oue of these will be visited and examiosd.

Mr. Spyder, the present Buperintendent of
Echool Bulldings, will asaist the Committes of
experts Lo making its Investigatlons 1f neec-
easary, fioord will be torn up and walls
stripped off to discover evidences of the
cheats and frauds which the Commissioners
ALy Lave been resorted to,
