Lulgl Hcall, n clerk at ft Koosevelt street,
lltvs on llio toplloor. As Is his custom, he
went through the tenement this morning at
4.110, and then called Slmonettl to get up und
open his store. Tho big tenement was then
quiet and apparently safe, but as Slmonettl
stopped uut of his storo tlvo minutes later lie
saw flames pouring out ot tbe windows ot tho
third floor of No. 30, from tho apartments ot
John l'arodl, who runs a bakery In the base-
ment.

Two alarms quickly brought seven engines,
three trucks nnd a natcr-tone- r to tbe scone.
Mcanwlillo policemen urrlH'd, and with
Slmonettl aroused tho tenants.

lho three upper floors were then blazing
fiercely, nnd the terrified lumutes rushed out
through the hails upon tho nnd
mot, and ran to Slinoiictl'ls storo near by, in
tbelr Tlicro they stood weep-
ing and wiluglng their bands.

All escaped allto bare one. Bhe was Bar-
bara Burgess, aged thlrtj-nln- e, tho German
wife ot Joseph Burgess, a colored man, who
lled on the fourth floor, Iront. Her tlvo
children ran down tho stairs and her husband
escaped to the loof, but his hair, mustache
and ejebrows were singed off,

cratic circles heio that LleuL-Oo- Jones,
whllo here Wednesday nnd TUurfcdiy of lul;
week, approached threo Stato offlclils and
other prominent Democrats un tho subject ol

tho resignation of Gov. Hill.
As the story goes, and It Is vouched for by

tho stato onicers, LIcut.Gov. Jones wants
to havo his namo entered upon the
state archives as Governor, even
tor thirty days, and agrees to
pledgo himself, If ho to allowed to till tho
Gubernatorial chair during the mouth ot De-

cember, to curry out every plan Gov. Hill
might suggest until Mr, Flower should come
tntoofllcc on tho 1st of January.

In other words, Gen. Jones said it lie should
bo allowed to attain his greatest ambition,
cen lor one month, ho would not endeavor
to use tho ofllcc In any way, as some Demo-

crats (oar he might, and would not make any
changes whatever in the State Government.

The three officials who had each been
waited upon In turn, (old Gen. Jones that
tbey could not consistently bo a parly to
placing In the Gubernatorial chair a man who
fought tho Democratic Stato ticket, as did
ho, at the last election.
