W. U. Curtis, one ot the best known men In
the A. A. U. and ono of tho manager .: tbe
Metropolitan Association, in ghlug bis views
on the subject, said : ' 1 have tried, ana so
have others who havo tho welfare ot athletlo
sports at heart, to root out tbe practlco of
glttng cash premiums to amateur boxers, but
all In vain.

" Tbe laws ot tbe Association state that no
athelute can bo suspended or expelled from
tbo organisation unless he bo tried and found
guilty. That Is whero tbe boxen luve us
under their control. The money la paid in a
round about way, iuX when you v;et the club,
the boxer and nltnosws together they all
deny Ibat money baa been paid, some ot
thorn irolng solar lie to toll ou Itanouoot
your business. It It, rtimcull lu produce posi-
tive, proof. Therefore, our caao invariably
falls. We cannot summon a man, put him on
tho stand and compell him to tell what he
knows, or If he roluwH put blin In
prison. We tied our own hands when
wo changed tho law regarding unscrupulous
athletes. Tbe law formerly pruvluvd thai an
sthleto suapecled of accepting compensation
for his work could bo hUKnded. 'I his worked
well, and a number of leading athletes were
ilnched. Tbo law was chanted togeltueia
ollows out ot a scrape, uud now the wholo

thing reacts like a boomerang. If we could
suspend a man on suspicion wo could handle
tbe question without any trouble and put an
end to this disgraceful business.

"The rule works well with the National As-
sociation ot Amateur Oamnen. 'they sus-
pend n man on the Hlghlest suspicion and
make tbe man provn himself Innocent alter-ward- s.

That would preserve thn dignity of
tho Association.
