Thin resolution read: * That this meeting
cordially tndorses the principle of assisting
local Authorities In Great Britain to acquire
land for the purpose of faclitating the crea-
L1on or small rural holaipgs, and is of opiniun
that such & measure it carefully satoguarded
will be of grewt. advantage to the country by
checking the preseat druln upon the rural
tistricts and the consequent overcrowding in
the towns,"

It was sdopted withoul debate,

U, E. Howard Vioeent, C. B, Member of
Parllament for the Central Division of Shef-
neld, and also a ruemter of the Conservative
Conncll, offered the mllowing, which wus
adopted ;

“That the prineiples advocated by the
United Emplre Trade Leaguo favoring the
extoension of cominerce upen n preferential
bagls througlhiout all parts of the Britlsh Em-
pire wiil by of the bighest collective and Indl-
vidunl advantage; and, further, that the pro-
visious of sny treatles imposing limitations
upan toe il development of trade betwesn
the Unlied Kingdom mnd other parts of (he
Krittsh Empire should be abrogated.”
