A Kounotte mantlo Is ot gray nun's cloth ;

It Is a long circular, fitted to the shoulders
by pinches, fastened down the middle In
front, and trimmed with a drapery added on
at the neck. This drapery Is rounded at the
back, and comes down Into a deep peak on
each side In front. High collar edged, as well
as the wholo outline ot the mantle, with a
fur border put on Inside and showing a little
beyond tho edge.

The Hospital ghea bomo very good advice
respecting the boiling of milk, which we can-
not do better than reprint verbatim: There
seems to bo no doubt that the milk of cows
suffering from diphtheria will communicate
the disease to those who drink It unless It bo
thoroughly cooked. It this be so, aud Br.
Thome Thorno offers evidence ot a very con.
vinclng kind on the point, what must be
thought of those parents who, to savo them-
selves or their sen ants a Uttlo trouble, will
not bo at the pains to Insist that all the milk
of the family shall be boiled before. It Is used?
Many people are under the Impression that
milk boiled Is milk spoiled. But It tbe milk
be boiled Immediately after It Is rccelvod from
tbe milkman, and then allowed to cool before
It Is used, Its flavor Is In no way Interfered
with. MUk ought no mora to be taken raw
than beef or pork. It may bo that the raw
milk which was universally used la the coun-
try twenty years ago, and In double or treble
the quantities taken by townfolk, had a great
deal to do with the Increased prevalence of
diphtheria In country dUtrlcts.

learn tor the first time why Mrs. Eleanor 8.
West, for six years tbe lady principal and the
apparent personification of goodness. Is no
longer at the head ot the Institution.

It will bo a shock to many ot tbem, too, to
learn that tbe pious Mrs. West was forced to
leave because ot the alleged discovery that
sho was converting tho college funds to hor
own use.

Tho amount of bcr alleged stealings Is not
yet known, for the Investigation of tbo ac-

counts ot the Institution has not been con-

cluded. According to Dr. A. W. l'orrls, tho
Treasurer, tbo amount known to be missing
Is between 11,000 nnd Sli.ooo.

l'nsslbly the full amount will never be
known, for Treasurer Ferris sajs tbe trustees
are disposed to bo satisfied with getting rid
of Mrs. West nnd may let the matter rest on
the grounds that It would not pay to prosc-cut- o

the Inquiry further, and tbat they dislike
pushing a woman to the wall.

Whon Mrs. West was engaged as Principal
by Dr. Samuel D. Burchara, six years ago, It
was without references of any sort. Her
pious pretensions and kindly face Impressed
President Durchard so favorably that, accord-
ing to the stories sho has repeatedly told, ho
engaged her without further Inquiry.

Sho was tho daughter ot a Her. Mr. Young-bloo-

a missionary to Java, she said, but of
her history absolutely nothing was known,
bbe received a salary of (400 per annum and
living rooms tor herself and family, which
Included husband and two daughters.

The Institution did not prosper under her
management, but her oxcuses were accepted
by the trustees until last March, when Dr. A.
W. Ferris, u grandson of one ot the founders
ot the College, was elected a trustee and
Treasurer.

To an Evenino World reporter this morn-
ing Dr. Ferris said:

I became suspicious of Mrs. West at onco,
because I discovered that sho was untruthful.
She was a very suave woman, not yet flftv, I
should Judge, but with hair tinged with
grav.

"Her piety was too pronounced, and when
I discovered that she was Inclined to prevari-
cate I Inquired carefully lino the financial
affairs of the.lnstltutlon, and round that she
was retaining tuition fees which should have
been turned Into tho treasury.

" When the Investigation disclosed tbat her
peculations amounted to over (1,000 a meet-
ing or tbe trustees was called, and Oct. so she
w us allowed to resign.

Whether there will bo criminal proceed-
ings taken I am not prepared to state, but I
think the trustees are Inclined not to takeany further steps.

" Tho college has entered upon a new era ot
frosperlty since Mrs. West leit, and we hoped

would be given tbo matter.
But Blnce you have learned the tacts we must
admit their truth."

Mrs. West's husband died last Summer In a
hospital, and one ot her daughters, who went
to Liberia as a missionary, Is on her way
home. Her brother, whom she had glrsn a
room In the college basement, was sent to
BlackweU's Island for drunkenness. Her
whereabouts are at present unknown.

Mrs. James T. Hoyt, the new Principal, this
morning Bald she bad received a letter from
Mrs. West last baturday, dated simply New
York, stating that she would Bond an address
where her household goods might be sent, but
the address has not yet been received.
