Strong Opinions on tho Removal

of Mrs, Bremer.

Factory Inspector Connolly Gets It

on All Sides.

Tho Law ns It Wns Intended to llo
nnd hi It Is Mow.

Labor circles In this city and all over tho
Stnto aro much stirred up over tho removal
ot Mrs. Alexander llremer from ihooniceot
Deputy l'neiory Innpector by I'actory In-

spector Janus Connoll),as announced In Iiik
Et KNiNd World cstf rday.

Whon tho bill authorizing tho appointment
of women I'actory Inspectors was pioientcd
to tho Legislature tho power to remove tho
deputies was placed In tho Governor's
hands, nnd when tho bill was passed
tho gcncrnl Impression was that this
section was unchanged. It had been
tinkered In committee, however, and arbi-
trary power to remove without cause was
given to tho I'actory Inspector. This section
of tbo bill, as originally presented, was us
follow s :

Tbe labor pcoplo fought hard to put tho
appointing and removing power In the hands
of tho Gqveruor.

Miss Ida Van Etten, who Is probably the
best-kno- woman In the Labor Held In this
city, and who has organized many societies ot
worklngwomen, denounces tbo rcmoal of
Mrs. llremer ns an arbitrary nnd unjust act
and deplores It as a loss to the labor cause.

Miss Van Etten said to an Lrrsivo Woni.r
man " 1 think Mrs. Bremer's removal
Is a great misfortune to working people In tho
factories, becauso sho has been tho only In-

spector, man or woman, who has ever dono
real factory-Inspectio- n work hero.

" she did particularly good work wncro It
was most needed I mean on tho oast tide,
among tho 'sweating' shops. '

" Until Mrs. llremer got to work it was tho
universal belief among working pcoplo that
it was Impossible to make any headway
against employers who violated tho law- - and
tireless to mako any complaints to the au-

thorities.
" Then, laboring people would laugh at tbo

Faotory Inspection law and say It was only
enacted to glvo places to politicians. Hut
lately I have heard hearty commendation ot
tho work done, solely becauso of Mrs.
llremer's exertions nnd attention to duty.

" It Is a fact which can easily be proved
that until Mrs. llremer was appointed pros-
ecutions tor violation of tbo law against

minors In tho factories wero unknown.
" Mr. Connollys assurance In making this

removal is surprising to tboso who are famil-
iar with his record. It Is a notorious fact
among labor pcoplo that be has always neg-

lected bis duties.
" Deforo bis term ot oftlco expired and be-

foro ho began to bo a holdover tho Central
Labor Union, tho Central Labor Federation,
tbo New York rederatlon ot Labor and other
labor organizations passed resolutions de- -i

nounclng Counoll j 's administration.

Inspectors bill was presented to tho

Legislature by the Worklngwomen's so-

ciety it expressly providtd that tbo power
to appoint the Inspectors should He
with tho Governor. Iho Central Labor,
Union knew what had been the
character of Mr. Connollj's appointments
up to that time, and Its members thought
the) would rather havo no women Inspcctcis
at all than people of such cnllbro as Con-

nolly had previous to that tlmo selected as
his aides. ,

"AU tbo unions made a strong light for the
clause, or the bill glviugthu appointing and
removing power to thu Governor, nnd they
thought that clause was lu the bill asflnill)
passed. Hut It was altered In rominllteo
through some malign lulluencc, nnd the evil
enoctsot that alteration aie now beginning
to be felt and appreciated.

' I am suro that every trades and labor
union lu New York will pass resolutions de-

nouncing Connolly's unwarranted action lu
removing Mrs. llremer.'

A number ot other prominent labor people
expressed themselves In no uncertain terms
ov i r Mrs. llremer's reraovaL
