Christmas la sixteen days
And, as wee Willie Winkle says, "There

ain't no time tor fooling." There nre 40,000
poor children In this town on the tiptoe ot
excitement nnd Just one thought fills tbelr
little hearts; thero nro ten big evergreen
treeB down in Jersey waiting to bo trans-
planted In some Happy Land or Frolic Hall
about town reserved for little folks; thero
uru nuts, raisins, apples and sweets to bo
bought; there are miles of popcorn on
tbe string waiting for tbe word salt or
sugar before being colled up nnd boxed
for delivery, thero are crates of tojs to bo
paid for and a world of doll babtcB to be
selected and assorted. In short thero IB a
beautiful peaceable, detectable campaign to
bo fought the 2&th ot this month and there
Is not a moment to bo lost.

Vacts are eloquent, nnd there Is no better
place In tbe world to gather thorn than
about tho lluieau ot Information In tho
rotunda ot tho Pulltier nulldlng. From morn-
ing till night tho man In tho window ts ed

by forlorn children who "want a
ticket for tho Christmas Tree." Fome of them
nrc barely covered, most of them arc In rags
and patches and all are In the extremities ot
want.

Of courje they have to bo sent awny by the
guard, with a great show of anger and
ferocity, tn order to avert a panic. Their dls- -
missal Is more noisy tban cruol, and a later
dato Is set for their application.

Hut for all that the visits are Impressive.
Yesterday a young mother appeared at tho

Bureau and timidly asked to hco tho Christ-
mas F.dltor. The faded old plaid shawl that
served for a wrap and bonnet covered a five
months old baby, nnd the little girl she led
by the hand was blue with cold. Her ntory
was Inexpressibly sad.

Here It Is, common enough, but brief.
Husband dead; ront overdue; coal box

empty ; pantry bare and not a dollar In her
possession. Bhe worked four days In a private
family uptown last week, washing, Ironing
and cleaning. The woman allowed her to
sleep tn the furnace-roo- with her babies
and plenty to eat. Saturday an accident be-

fell her. She let a beautiful china water Jug
drop on the tiled floor ot the bath, and It
smashed Into a dozen pieces. Her employer
was too furious to temper Justice with mercy.
Tbe Jug could not be duplicated for less than

12, and the poor widow was sent away with-
out a penny.

The sfi Bhe had earned would have appeased
tho landlord, but sho admitted tho right ot
her employer to confiscate It.

What Bho wanted was this : The address ot
some place where she could leave her baby
and little girl during the day while sho looked
for work.

She was directed to the Day Nursery In
Grace Memorial House, 81 Fourth avenue,
and given every assurance that tho little
ones would be tenderly cared for. Hut her
humbler quarters are In a tencment-hous- o

down In Suffolk street, car faro Is a luxury
as far beyond her means just now as a seal-
skin coat, and the very thought ot making
the Journey on foot morning and night with
two little ones Is really distressing.

There are other day nurseries In her neigh-
borhood, but In each Instance her application
was denied on account of tho extreme
delicacy and tender age ot her bjby. Several
matrons offered to caro tor tho girl, but tho
motker vv anted tho two to remain together.
"If my Josio could como to tho Christmas
treol would bo to very thankful," sho said
before leaving.

There is a gentleman in Hartford,
Conn., who has a novol scheme in rela-

tion to the liquor traffic, soys tho Hart-
ford Vott.

Ho would place the liquor traffic
wholly in tho hands of tho Government
and abolish the saloon and instead havo a
suitable number of places in tho cities
and towns where drink could be obtained
on the " nickel. in. the. slot " plan.

The places should bo public in every
sense of the woid, opening from and inplain view of pnssors on the Htroet. I
would have it so nrrangod that a customer
would have to pass through a turnstile to
get to tho fountain nud another to leave
it. 'lhe spaco inside tbe turnstile should
he large enough for one person at a time.
