ship Abyssinia, which sailed from New York
on Dee, 13 for Liverpool, was burned at sea.

Latxil The North Ucrman Lloyd steamer
Spree, C'apt. Wllllgerod, which left New York
Dec. ir for Bremen, passed tho Scllly
Islands this morning and signalled that
the steamship Abyssinia, of the Oulon line,
which sailed from New York on the 13th
Inst., under command ot Capu Murray, bound
tor Liverpool, bad been burned at sea In lati-

tude 40 N., longtltude 2f W.

SIONALLED TnAT ALL HID BEEN BtTXD.

The Spree signalled also that all on board
tho burned steamship wero Bared. The date
of the burning of the Abyssinia, however, was
not Blgn ailed.

Although the spree did not report that the
Abyssinia's passengers and crew wero on
board of her, It Is supposed that such was the
case.

T ho burned vessel was an Iron bark-rlgge- d

bcrcw steamer ot '',34H tons net and 3,051
tons gross. Sho was built at Govan, Scot-
