Aged Hugh McGuire's Body Found
in tho Woods Near Peekskill.

IfrriAT TOTnrrTrxnii wnnMv.l
1'KrKsmLi, Dec. I'--'. People here are hor-- 1

rilled at tho discovery of what ls believed to
be evidences ot a dastardly murder.

The body of Hugh McUulrc, an aged rest- -'

dent of Verplanek's Point, was found yester-
day morning In the bushes besldo a lonely
rend leading from Oldncid's brick-yar- about
a mile from the village.

'1 he dead man's face was badly scratched
and battered. There was a deep cut ln the
back of the had, as If made by a blow with
some blunt Instrument or a stone, and his
clothing was torn and showed evidences of a
severe struggle.

Mr. Mctlulre was last seen alive Saturday
afternoon, when ho visited Peekskill, and
started to walk to his home, about three
miles, shortly after r. o'clock. Ills road lay
through a lonely country. On his way out of
1'eeksklll ho stopped at ilenaer & Cole's brick-yar-

where his son James had worked, and
got ii n overcoat which ho had left there.

His known that when Mr. Mctlulre left
Peekskill he had considerable money with
him, which he carried lu an old worn pocket-boo- k.

Nothing was seen of him after he started on
his Journey alout. He did not come home tho
follow ing dny, and his family began to get
anxious, funday night a search party was
organl7ed, and tho wholoot tho rough and
unfrequented region between 1'eeksklll and
Verplanek's Point was explored.

K.irly yesterday morning they found his
body In tho condition described. The over-
coat which lie had carried with him was
missing, as was tho pocketbook containing
his money.

'Ihe spot where tho body was found Is sev-er-

hundred j nrds trom tlm imm load, and
It Is beltt'Vi d that the murderer came up be-
hind the old man In the daik and struck lilm
tin stunning Mow ln the luck ot the head
which killed blm. He was then robbed, and
the murderer, after dragging his body sonic
distance, pitched 11 Into the bushes and made
his i scape with ihu booty.

A Saloon, Stabbing Affray That
May Cost Two Lives.

William Dclahunt, a truck driver, twenty,
nve j ears old, uf I14H West Eleventh street,
w as stniiui d nnd seriously wounded lu a nght
In Dovle's liquor store, known as tho " Wash-
ington," nt Washington and Ferry btrects,
tdiortly artcr midnight this morning. His
assailant, James K. Fuller, was arrested. He
ls n plumber, fort)-nln- o years old, and lives
at i:ir Ferry streot.

Dclahunt was stabbed three times, lloth
men had been drinking.

Delaliiint Is married and has two children.
Last night ho was out buying Christmas
presents for his children, and on his way
homo ho slopped at the saloon. He had
several bundles and among other things a
small banjo for ono of his little ones.

He amused himself by hitting some of tho
men lu tho barroom over tho head with tho
banjo, nnd Indulged In nil manner of horse-
play, and llnally came lu contact with
Fuller.
