'Iho concerts
wero anything but sacred, 5 ethey failed to
cheer or Infuse enthusiasm In tho crooks who
patronised the places, or to relieve them of
tho arend ot a pollco raid.

The auditors wero the same tough and lewd
and criminal characters that frequont the
places nightly, and it needed only the unlim-
ited salo ot strong drinks to enable these har-
pies to prey upon their vloUma In their usual
lawless manner.

Iho danger ot "doped" drinks was not
cllmlnatid, however, for Barsaparllla;and elder
oner as available a medium for drugs as beer
or whiskey.

Stajer's doors were wide open all tho even-
ing, but tho attendance was rather light up
to 10 o'clock, when the vociferous efforts of
his pullcrb-l- n " began to count and business
got a boom that produced big pecuniary re-

sults.

the one at stajer's.
