Four SuiTorors Found at 5 Essex

Streot To-Da- y.

There Arc Now 95 Paticnis on

North Drotlier Island.

'Iho census of North Brnlliir Isliud show's
tliat In all nlnelj.seven tj phus patients have
been lecetved there, two of whom have died.
'Iho condition of I hc-- now on the Island Is
said to be improving.

There Is a patient In Ilellevuo Hospital to-

day whoso sjinptoms resemble tho'o of
typhus lever. '1 he patient Is Max lluscli, a
theatrical sccne-shlttc- r, who had been llvlug
In a lodgin-hous- o at M Jlovvery under the
name of Max Tlsch.

lluscli walked Into Hellevtio Hospital last
Wednesday evening nnd comnlalned of

Dr. E. W. htuddeford examined htm
ai.d decided that ho was suffering lrom pneu-

monia.
lluscli was placed In a cot In Ward 1H,

under the supervision of Dr. O. O. Cooper
and glvtn the ngular treatment for pneu-

monia.
On his rounds of the ward jesterday Dr.

i Cooper found that lliucliwas suffering fiom
a very high fever, and that eruptions had ap-

peared on his stomach and back. Ills general
condition was likIi as to cause Dr. Cooper to
believe that he had tjphus fever.

When Dr. .laneway, tho visiting physician,
called nt the hrspltal In the alternoon, ho
was lufuimcd of llusch's case. Dr. Jaueway
examined the man nnd agreed with Dr.
cooper, who was Instructed to notliy the
Health Department.

Dr. lllauvelt, of tho Bureau of contagious
Diseases, wan sent to tho hospital by Dr.
cjrus Fdson, but when ho examined the
patient he declare d tnat llusch was not suf-
fering from tb much-dreade-d disease. Under
the circumstances he did not think It neces-
sary, he sold, to remove the man tothelte-ceptlo- n

Hospital at root of Last Sixteenth
street.

Dr. Hlauvcit's decision caused a good deal
of excitement In Bellevue Hospital, for the
heller had become general that llusch was
sullerlng from tjphus rever. A good deal or
unfavorable criticism was provoked by Dr.
lllauvelt s decision. It was held that tho
diagnosis made by Dr. Jaueway, one uf the
leading physicians of the country, was evi-
dence enough that the disease was of a con-
tagious character, even though II might hot
piove to be typhus.

i Warden o'lfoiirke was at a 103s to know
what to do In tho matter, as lluscli was oc-- I
eupjlnga tot In a ward where there were
lorty other patients. It. was finally decided
to ask Dr. I'.dson to call and make a ptisoiml
examination of llusch.

Dr. Edson accordingly went to Bellevue
Hospital this morning and made an lnvestlga-- ,
tlon. 'lo an i.VENiNJ WoiiLii reporter uo
bold :

"1 do not believe thst llusch has typhus
fover, but I cannot say posltlvulv that he has
hot, is tho svutplumt of 1.1s eilseusc, what-
ever It may prove to be, are sumewbat similar
to those nt typhus. I found tho man In a very
high lever, wltusome slight oruptlous on his
back.

"The history of th'o case," continued Dr.
Edson, "does not bhow that the man could
have contracted typhus by contagion. He
has, however, been removed from W ird 1 to
n private room In the hospital and Is under
close observation."

Dr. Edsmi further said that Dr. Janeway
had not diagnosed the ease as one of tjphus,
but ono which merited tho attention ol the
Health Department.
