in citizenship and an education
and elevation to the point of bearing such
a pressure. Until something of this sort
is at least under way the danger will be
ever present of famine "brought about
largely, as the present one 'was, bv tho
utter shlftlessness and Irresponsibility of
most of the people affected.
' 'While tha Czar's great standing armies
of soldiers are perfectly organized and
drilled for almost any emergency, greater
armies of labor about the farms aud outer
provinces ot the Empire remain without
any idea even of such nutty as might ad-

vance at the Kama time their own in-

terests and tho country's. It could
hardly be otberwiso iu a land where, the
chief efforts of the central Government
as directed towards its people have so
long been in tho two lines of collecting
its taxes and suppressing mutterings
against its despotism.

Nihilism has grown naturally among
snob people, sinco they havo had no spur
to develop real patriotism in its stsad.
They could not foster deep affection for
a country which gave no evidence that it
either desired or would return their de-

votion. So with love of country absent,
lore ot family and almost lnvo ot life
itaelf have been weakened, ltussia needs
to found real 'itizenships before 1' can
be sure that its own foundations are
good.

The W oman's Legal Educational Society is
en rirgai.lratton ot brilliant and progressive
women whoso object Is the advancement ot
practical legal education for thctr sex. A
couple of years ago It cccurred tc the Society
thai women were entitled to enjoy the

of the University of the City ot New
York, and the work of opening tho door to the
Law School was undertaken. The Directors
made the fight, the merry dozen Including

Tho class for admission numbered thpee.but

tbe students passed good examinations and
in November, lHUO, were admitted to the Law
School. Last year twenty-on- o women entered
the school, several of them being lawyers,
daughters.

At nrst the students had a most unhappy
existence. The University men rcsntcd their
ntruslon and endesvored to drive them out
by making them tho victims ot unmerciful
quizzing, criticism and college Jokes. The
posters were doctored, tho programmes dis-

located and the raillery, banter and bathos
wcro carried on tn tho examination as w ell as
the lecture room.

I

I Tho lonely throe wero neither surprised nor
disconcerted. They took the fun in good
part, and when the tormentors wero tired
they quit and ridicule turned to admiration,
for, as a matter ot fact, the women surprised
tno University people by the excellence of
their work.

To-da-y Sirs. Cornelia Hood, of Brooklyn,
Alls the office of Class Treasurer, to which she
was elected by 130 men, while Miss Julia
Wilson, of San Francisco, who Is competing
lor the prize essay, is the Librarian of the
University.

Miss Wilson nnd tho Sllsses nogan, two
public school teachers,wlll bo graduated from
the Law Scnool In Juno.

All students must pass an examination be-

fore they can enter tho University, and It is
to cnablo women to do so that tho " Law Lec-

tures to Womou " havo been provided by tho
Woman's Legal Educational Society. Dy be-

coming a moiiber or tho boclety a woman la

entitled to ouo course ot lectures, and iho
privileges and benefits of tho Society as well,
tho membership fee being 5.

1 ho lectures Include four courses ot twelvo
lectures each, and the tco Is S3 a piece or S0

for thu four courses. No examination Is
necessary to enter tho course. The lectures
begin In November and last till April, when
tho studonts aro examined by a board com-

posed of Judges of ttio Supreme Courts. Tho
examination Is not compulsory except tor
thoso women w ho doslre to enter tho Uni-

versity.
Thu last course ot the year began yester-

day, and Includes the laws affecting husband
and wife, marriage, divorce, the rights of
parents to children In caso ot litigation, wills
lntestato, succession, 4c.

I'ror. Christopher C. Tledeman Is tho lec-

turer. Iho lectures are given Mondays,
Wednesdays nnd Fridays at 3.30 r. m., and
7.:io r. m. to innse w omen who are unablo to
attend lu tbe afternoon.

Yestcrdaj thero wero twenty ladles In room
3S when Prof. Tlodemau began to talk about
the marrlago laws. They occupied big chairs
with expanslvo arms, wldo enough for the
blank bouks In which they took notes ot the
lecture. They wero a nice lot ot girls,

tho ages or eighteen and forty, and
they gavo tho learned pro,essor their undi-

vided attention. Ihcj did not look like
women who neoded tho patronago of the
Woman's Legal Education Society or any
other organization. Diamonds glistened and
pearls gleamed upon the ungloved hands that
took notes; some of the pencils were pretty
conceits In gold and enamel work ; some ot
tbo gracefully poised shoulders were w rapped
In sealskin, and altogether the make-u- p oi
tho class was genteel and attractive.

Class and teacher entertained the most
friendly relations to each otner, tho lecturer
being Interrupted by frequent questions con-

cerning tho marriage laws, not only In the
United States, but those governing the
Roman, Turk, Greek and German.

A fair, lithe, little widow, wearing simple
mourning, startled the lecturer a trifle by

herself tn favor of the civil marriage
contract, and a classmate bothered him some-

what concerning the supposed marriage of
an American heiress and an ardent SInLom-cda-

Thero was a novelty nt the Lyceum Theatre
last night, and It was ml a play. It was a
series of effcr oscent selchcs adapted from
" Paris, fin de sleclo " bv Elizabeth Marbury
and emitted "Merry Ootlmm." Tho Indica-
tions aro that It fitted Purls much better
than It docs Uutbaui. for Iho two cities are
nbsolutely unlike In morals, In civilization, In
Ideas, In llteratiira. In types and lu alms. It'! poss'hlo In Paris tor very swell men nnd
women to discuss politics tn a very swell
restaurant. U Is ncarccly a possibility tn
Now York, whosu politics are looked upon so
rrcquentlyas ineffably low and beery, tho
perquisites ot the saloon rather than of the
talon. Consequently the first nctof'Morry
Hot bam," which takes placo at the "Cafo
Bouverln," and intioUuccs n number of Amer-
ican aristocrats, Is not convincing. In Paris
undoubtedly It went well; In.Now iirk It Is
farfetched and suggtstlvo ot next centurj's
possibilities.

1 hero are four acts to "Stcrry Gotham." I
should love t3 tell jouwhat they are all
about, but I cannot. I do not know. Thero
Is rot a vestige ot plot to tbem. A Bcore ot

peoplo say smart things In a
smart manner. Slnnyof the smart things
might havo been written by Oscar Wilde, for
they sound very much like his epigrammatic
styic. For lnstanco, Tom Clydo Is a very
Engtlsh young man, who drawU and eye-
glasses It perpetually.

" Is your friend English t" Arthur Decker Is
asked.

This Is the key la which the entire four acts
are sketched. They are amusing; they
sparkle, but they end by fatiguing, because
there la too much of them. A New Yoik au-

Just as many
smart things could bo sail during the enac-
tion ot a story as amid tho cheerful sketches
adapted by Silss Marbury. Thero are twenty
speaking parts; couples walk on and walk
off, and thero is no reason for It. Americans
are practical. They love to believe thit noth-
ing is wasted, and It docs seom rather wilful
to lavish so many epigrams upon nothing at
all.

With tho exception of the first act " Sferry

(lotham " was well acted. This tlrst act,
however, clearly showed tho limitations of
Sir. Frobman's company. Tho sceno was laid
In a restnurtnt, where all tho principal char-
acters assembled sitting at tables. In Franco
this would havo been capitally acted, with
consummate naturalism. At the Lyceum tho
peoplo sat thero walling not for their food
but for their cues. '1 hoy loo'.ed uneasy when
their cues were coming. They were stagy,
Btllted, amateurish. In tho roitof tho play
tho company shone, Its shining lights being
Frlt7 Williams and Sirs. Wnlcot, na actor and
actress who havo no superiors In this
city. Sir. Williams was "a laborer In
eocloty'fl vineyard " and 'Mrs.Walcot a society
woman without a memory. Georgia Cayvan
and Herbert Kolcey had very llttlo lo do. Tho
former looked frumpish and the latter ap-

peared to bo on dlszustlngly good terms with
himself, for no earthly reason that I could
discover. I Imagine on general principles
thnt Kclcey quite believes tn Kclcey. Sirs.
Thomas Whiffen was excellent, and so wero
