Tbe other olll provides n way of celebrating
tho annltcrsary lh this city.

It directs that within ten days after tho act
becomes a law by tho slguaturo of tho Gov-

ernor, tho Ma or ot tho city of New York shall
select and appoint " a committee of 100 cltl-te-

to conduct, manago and direct a celebra-
tion In this city ot tho four hundredth anni-
versary of tho discovery of America."

Tho Mayor, President ot the Hoard ot Alder-
men and thrco Aldermen to bo selected by the
Board nro to bo membera ot the Committee of
Ono Hundred, ex olllclo.

Tho Commltteo ot one Hundred Is given
power, In tho namo ot tbe Mayor, Aldermen
uud commonalty ot tbo city, to make proper
provisions for tho celebration.

Section 4 command tho Committee to meet
on tbe call of tbe Mayor within ten days alter
their appointment to organize for business.

Tho commltteo shall have poner to pro-
vide for an Kxcouttt e Committee, which, sub-
ject to rules made by tha commltteo ot one
Hundred, shall act In Its stead when It Is not
In session, and a majority of the Commltteo
will constitute a quorum tor the transaction
of business, except that It will icqulro a two-thir-

vote ot all tbe members to make a con-
tract for the expenditure ot money, appoint
an executive ortltar or onlcors or an .Execu-
tive Committee.

Tbo Commltteo ot Ono Hundred may, how-ove- r,

by a two-thir- vote delegate to tbo
Executive Commltteo the power to mako con-
tracts nud make rules torltsown government
or that of Its executive oniccr provided such
rules do not conflict with those of tho larger
Committee.

Tho members ot the Commltteo of Ono
Hundred aro to servo till March 1, 1803, or
until their successors ore appointed, which
must be done within live days utter tho resig-
nation ot a member U ottered.

The Committee Is empowered, with tho
written consent ot the Mayor to use. from
Oct. 8 to Oct. 17, such portions ot tho streets,
avenues, squares and parks of the city as may
bo deemed necessary tor tbo erection and
maintenance ot Buch structures tor tbo on

as may be approved ot by the Mayor,
Superintendent ot uutldlngs and Flro De-
partment. And tho use ot such public places
solely for tho purposes ot parade and this
celebration Is declared by the law to be a
publio use, consistent with tbo public pur-
poses tor which tho streets aro held by the
city.

1 ho Board ot Estimate and Apportionment
la authorized In tho bill to appropriate a sum
not exceeding (50,000 for tha use ut tho Com-
mltteo ot Ono Hundred In arranging for tnu
celebration, in decorating tbe city Halt and
other publio buildings, a display or fireworks
In several parks and publio places and for
other expenses. Tbo Comptroller Is directed
to issuo and sell rcvonue bonds ot the city tor
tho purposo ot providing such sum as the
Hoard of Estimate and Apportionment may
appropriate' for tho purpose, and all bills
must be presented to him lor payment,
signed by all or tho members of an auditing
committee ot thrco appointed by tbo Com-
mittee of ono Hundred.

The Committee must elect a treasurer, too,
who Bhall account to the Comptroller tor all
moneys received by him from the rent of
stands and other Incomo, and snch money Is
to be applied to tbe payment ot the bonds
Issued by tho Comptroller.

Uoth acts aro to take effect Immediately
upon their passage.

Ho found her In a critical condition,
caused by act linlnal operation, and advised
her removal to the hospital

Dr. licnodlci Informed tho poltco ot tho
West Twcntloth street station of tho case,
and detectives wcro dctal'cd to Investigate.
Information they obtained from Mr-- s Welch-selbau-

led to tho aricjt of Dardusch und
Mrs. couch.

Dardusch l.m man of tvventy-sove-n years.
Ho owns two butcher shops on Seventh ave-
nue. Doloctlvu Moloney arrested him at his
home, 1204 West Twenty-sevent- h street, nt 4
o'clock this morning.

Mrs. Clara Couch lives In a Hat at 00 West
Fifty-thir- d street, Moloney arrested her at
el o'clock and took her to tho station, bho Is
twenty-seve- n years ss

Welchsclbaum told tho detectives that
Uardupca betrayed her last December, and
thai when she discovered her condition ho
gavober money to havo an operation per-
formed. She, was then cmplojod as a servant
by Mrs. Couch. Bhe said sho told her trouble
to Mrs. Couch and the latter sent tor a doctor,
w ho performed tho operation on bcr, ublng
Instruments.

Bhe said It was abrut Feb. 18 when she wss
rperated on In Mrs. Couch's tint by tbe doctor
lmiwstlon. bho paid him 30, which, she
snltl. lljrJiucli hod given her.

Ho
will be arrested.

The Lower Housoottho
Prussian Diet y passed tho Quelph Fund
bill, which provides tor tho removal ot tbo
sequestration placed upon tho property ot tbe
lato King George ot Hanover, and allows of
the property being turned over to tho Duko ot
Cumberland, the King's son and heir.

Hanover was a sovereign kingdom from
1814 to 1800. Tno monarchy was hereditary
lu tbo mala line.

Ine properly of tbe King was sequi stratcd
by the victor, and owing to tho obstinacy
with which tho late King refused to renounce
his lights to tho tbi ono of Hanover, Prussia
has hitherto felt herself constrained to keep
a nrm grasp or the rich inheritance.

Tbe Duke of Cumberland proclaimed his
right to tho throno on hi lather's neat b, in
17S, out negotiations Inaugurated recently
led to an understanding by which tho Duko en-
tirely renounced tbe Impracticable position
bo had maintained In the race ot modern Ger-
many, and he will now receive tbo much dis-
cussed Uuelph fund.
