A Three Hours Battle Fought near
the Oity of Cardoas.

News baa been received hers oconfirming
the report of a revolution In Veneruela. The
cause of the uprising was President Palacio’s
effort to upset the Federal Constitution and
make A centralized republic of all the
Veneruelan States, sy President Nunez has
done with the Colomblan Siates

The guesction was submitted 1o the people
and Palaclo’n party was defeated In the Con-
grossional electlons. A Government decree
declared the elections Llegal, An attempt
followed to prevent the organization of the
two bouses of Congress, and then oame the
revolt.

The first battle was foug'' near Caracas
The Insurgenta upder Gou. Crespn were
poorly ared, one-half of them carrylng ma-
chetes, and most of themn having only a doren
rounds of ammunition, PMalacio had 7.000
men ; Crespo, 3,000. Three hoursof Nghting,
of which the Insurgents had the beat at Orst,
fAnally resulted in & vietory for the Govern-
ment.

Palacio’s forces were led Into a trap at the
start and compelled o retreat with some
loss. ‘They made a stand on the wonded hill,
after being relnforced, and there withstood
threa assaults of the revolutionists, who lost

300 men In endeavoring to capturs vhe hill.
Later the Insurgenis were completely
routed by Falaclo, leaving 500 dend on toe
