The Troublesome Transfers at
Bridge and Navy Streets.

One Strap to Every Three Stand-

ing Passengers.

Exasperating Delays That Might
Easily Re Avoided.

Prominent among the many causes of In-

convenience and delay to which Brooklyn
"I." road passengers are dally put Is the
complex transfer arrangement at too Ilrldgo
and Navy street stations. Tno circuitous
method of changing from one line to another
employed at thoso two stations la the bano of
the Brooklyn resldont's " I." road career.

Dally and hourly protests against tlio un-
necessary waits and changes which tako

yilaco at these two stations arc apparently
Unnoticed by the "L" Company. This
troublo and annoyance might be submitted to

'with a better graco If there was no remedy
tor tho evil, but as there Is, the

Brooklyn citizen becomes Indignant.

With a little expenditure a bridge and plat-
form could bo erected from Navy street to
Hudson avcnuc,so that Instead of n passenger
wishing to change from a Fifth avenue to a
ltldgewood train or the reverse making two
changes and riding a distance of five blocks
and return, bo could accomplish the same
result by one change and no unnecessary
riding.

Passengers transferring at Grand and Myr-

tle avenues aro not compelled to go through
any such complicated procedure. It la bad
enough In tho middle of the day, when travel
Is light, for then ten or fifteen minutes may
tie consumed In making a change which could
be made In two minutes" but In the evening,
when the cars and platformB are crowded,
the situation Is aggravated.

In 'connection with tho Union Company's
round-abo- methods of handling Its pas-
sengers there Is a complaint from pcoplo liv-

ing In tho East New York district and who
cross tho river by ferry and not the bridge,
over what they consider unnecessary changes
required to reach their destination. Incon-
sequence, there Is a demand for through
trains from the Fulton Ferry station to Fast
New York.

"What we llrooklynltes want," says a
reader In a letter to lug kvkkinq Woklu,
" aro through trains from Fulton Ferry to
Gates avenue or Kast New York. At present
wo have tho privilege of leaving a comforta-
ble seat at Navy street to change cars and
hang onto a btrap the balance cf tho way,
always provided we arc ablo to get Insldo the
cars at all."

The complaint seems to be a reasonable
one. It would be a very easy matter to run
trains direct lroin Fulton Ferry to East New
York. The Fulton Ferry and East New York
tracks become one at Navy street. It tho
Fulton Ferry passenger remains In theltidge-woo- d

train to Urand Avenue or Broadway ho
does not help matters much, for at either of
the latter stations bo will encounter a
crowded East New York train

The above writer mentions the fact of pas-
sengers hanging onto straps with the proUso
that they git Into tho car at all. Tho case
could be reversed and be equally applicable
to the situation. The letter might bo made
to read that there Is the privilege of getting
Into crowded cars and hanging onto straps,
provided there were any straps to be had.

As a rule the quantity of straps Is not ade-
quate to the needs of standing passengers.
As a Brooklyn citizen puts It, "They are In
luck who succeed In getting a half Interest In
a friendly strap."

About ono strap to every third person Is
tho supply on thu Brooklyn " L" cars.

"As for seats," continues the citizen, "at
St. Mark's avenue, no one ever hopes to get a
eat. You know bow dear a seat In a car Is to

a Brooklynlle. We always long for the unat-
tainable."

Next to crowded and poorly equipped cars,
as a source ot worry, eomes tho erratic time-tanl-

rather unobservance of the time-tab-

on the Brooklyn Elevated roads.
Irregularity In running time Is one of the

most noticeable featuies of this poor time- -
service. In this regard the Kings County

B line could make material Improvement. It Is
B not a very uncommon occurrence to wait
H sometimes fifteen minutes for a train on that
B Une.

B At the Brooklyn avenue station last Thurs
day morning t here was a wait of ten minutes,

HH during which a train did not pass In citherH direction. Internals between trains vary allH the way from two minutes to fifteen.
V As to the Union lines, passengers on that

'r road say that although It has time-tabl-

H there Is apparently no effort made to run
H trains according to them. It does not matter
H much during the day when trains aro tre- -
H quent, but It Is during the lato hours of the
H night that an Irregular train-servic- e causes
Ht annoyance.
Ha Passengers on the ltldgewood line who
H have occasion to bo out late much complain
H that the time-tab- le on that line Is a deception
Hi and unreliable.
HI A passenger whose business keeps blm out

B until nearly l o'clock, the time announced
v. lor the last train, said he frequently reaches

a station five or ten minutes before that hour,

Mayor Boody slated that be,
too, was uwaro ot tbo needs as set forth In
Tint Kvksino WokI.d of a week ago. lie
thought that 1,000,000 would bo needed,
and that the construction should be begun at
once.

"I understand," ho said, "that It Is
your Judgment that wo Bhould take
immediate steps for the erection of
such a building, with a careful
consideration of the cost. I will confer with
thu commissioner and wo will get to busi-
ness at once.

CULLER CREECH CAPTURED.

Says He Used a Olub Instead of
an Axe on Smith.

George Creech, the canal boatman who
escaped after murderously assaulting John
Smith, a watchman on the canal boat Oliver
A. Payne, lying at south Cove, Jersey City,
Thursday evening, was arrested In this city
last night by Detectives ltobcrtson and Crea,
of the East Twenty-secon- d street station.

Tho assault was committed with an axe In
tho presence of Mrs. William P. Mann, the
owner of the boat, with whom both men are
Bald to havo been on very intimate terms,
alio aided, the pollco In ferreting out Creech's
whereabouts. Detectles McBrldc and Wal-
ton, of Jersey City, spent yesterday In this
city trying to and tho fugitive, and last even-
ing Detectives ltobcrtson and Crea continued
tho search.

The two officers stationed themselves In tho
neighborhood of Twenty-secon- d street and
First avenue and shortly before 10 o'clock
thoy saw a man answering Creech's descrip-
tion go Into tho house at 4o:t East Twenty-secon-d

street. They followed the man and
just as he entered the apartments of a family
named Urogan they arrested him.

Creech admitted that he was the man they
were looking for, and on tho way to the statio-

n-house hs declared that the injury he In-

flicted on Smith was In e. lie
struck smith with a club and not an axe, he
said. A knife and a razor were found con-

cealed In the lining nf his coat.
Detectives McBrtde and Walton, accom-

panied by Mrs. Mann, went to the East
Twonty-secsn-d street station at U o'clock
this morning, when the woman fully Identi-
fied Creech. The prisoner was afterwards
taken before Justice Kelly, In the Yorkvllle
Police Court, who turned him over to the
Jersey City officers.

Creech is forty years old and a native of
Troy, where his father Is a wealthy resident.
His victim, Smith, la In the Jersey city Hos-
pital, suffering from a fracture of the skull,
and is likely to die at any moment.

to the cars.

By means of an automatic device tho
blocks aro charged with electricity as tho
brushes pass oer them, but Immediately be-
come dead again hen the contact tenses.

'1 he criminal libel charged against Woods
was the publication ot a notice, to lho public
accusing Zerbo ot having purloined and
copied a drawing or plan similar to tho
system described above without the consent
ot the Inventor, and urging the public not to
buy any stock uf thu company of wnlch Zerbo
Is the manager.

lube, and on his return ho found the
olllon locked and Zerbe gone.

The next time ne saw erne lie charged him
with the theft, and was Ntruek luthce)cs; a
scrimmage followed and a policeman was
calk d In t o stop tho right.

I.awj or hafford, tho counsel for tbo defense,
in bis addicts stated that tbo charge brought
by Zerbe against Woods was nothing but a
scheme to gel him out of the way, m that ho
could get hold of Woods's Invention without
paying him.
